 A Message from Father  Paul 

Next week, Mr. Skip Wallace of Island Architects will be coming to the parish to address us 
after Mass and to unveil the proposed Master-Plan for our new church complex on Darrell 
Creek Road. 
 

Skip and his partner, Mr. Rick Minson, were chosen from a shortlist of three highly qualified 
firms.  Even though they are based outside Richmond, Virginia, their experience and current 
work is largely based in the Lowcountry. Island Architects was founded in Hilton Head after 56 
years of combined architectural, educational, field experience and professional practice.  There 
they worked together on the development of the Master-Plan and the design of the church of St. 
Francis by the Sea on the outskirts of the city. For this work they received great acclaim and 
the prestigious South Carolina Energy Design Award. The church is well worth a visit. 
 

Sadly, Rick passed away very shortly after we appointed the firm, but his brief engagement 
with our project has injected a passion and vision into it that is contagious. And his spirit hov-
ers over our development in a marked and still exciting way.  Skip has certainly caught both the 
vision and the passion.  So have all of us who have been working with him to bring the vision 
to the present point in its development. It has been thrilling to be a part of the process.  I am 
concerned that all the parishioners become similarly affected. We all need to understand and 
buy into the vision. We need the input of all. In this way, all can take ownership of what even-
tually emerges from our deliberations. 
 

The Master-Plan will incorporate a church building with a large narthex (multipurpose assem-
bly hall that will eventually also accommodate the parish offices), and a school for some 500 
pupils (K through 8th Grade) with all the associated recreational areas. A “village”  of small 
houses is also envisaged for seniors who are still capable of independent living, and who wish 
to live in the ambiance of a Faith community. There is currently room for some sixty such resi-
dences. Ample parking spaces are planned in small clusters so as to minimize the amount of 
unmitigated black pavement. 
 

One crucial aspect of the vision is that we allow the church and ancillary buildings to grow 
naturally out of their surroundings and reflect their beauty.  It is not the intent to clear the site 
and then put up something without any feeling for its natural context.  We are greatly blessed to 
have a beautiful site for our church complex.  An extensive tree survey of the entire property 
has revealed many fine oaks and live oaks dotted around the property. 
 

Both Skip, the Parish Pastoral Council and I are concerned that we make full use of this natural 
beauty, to let it inspire us and speak to us of “Glory to God in the highest, and (of) peace to his 
people on earth!”  Our campus needs to be an oasis of peace for people of all ages, background, 
and beliefs.  It needs to be a spiritual home for us, a place of welcome, of refuge and life.  I also 
hope that it will be a place of rest for those who have died and have chosen to have their re-
mains cremated and buried on the site. 
 

We aim to build the narthex first and to use this as a temporary church to seat some six hundred 
parishioners.  When our finances allow, we will move forward to erect the large parish church 
that we will surely need by that time.  At that stage the narthex can be internally reconfigured 
to incorporate the parish offices and meeting rooms we shall need, while still maintaining a 
large reception hall at its center. 
 

The “village”  part of the project is an aspect of the overall vision that our sister parish at Christ 
our King has undertaken as part of their current Five Year Plan. We are indebted and truly 
grateful for their wonderful generosity. The concept of having both the elderly and the very 
young on the same campus gives great potential for enrichment for both. 
 

This proposal for our site plan is but a beginning.  It will need to be honed to take account of 
the input of our parishioners. We are then required to present our architectural plans and also a 
business plan to the Bishop who will examine it with the assistance of his diocesan “ Buildings 
and Renovations”  Commission and Finance Department. They will look to see that it meets 
diocesan as well as parish needs, and complies with all the regulations under which we must 
operate. Once the commission has approved our plans,  the Bishop will, hopefully, give us the 
go-ahead to proceed with the development.  He will appoint one of the members of the Com-
mission to act as our adviser for the project and also as a link with the Diocese. 
 

While we still have a long way to go, we have already come a very long way in a short time! 
Much now depends on our weekly collections, as you know.  However, I am very hopeful that 
it will not be long now before we have our own building. But we all have to pull together!
