 A Message from Father  Paul 

Communication is a Gift! The word has its roots in Latin words meaning “ to bring together” . 
 

Communication is a skill that some have naturally. They light up a room when they walk into 
it, and know how to make people feel that they are being taken seriously and listened to, make 
them feel wonderful in their own skins.  Natural communicators naturally command the atten-
tion of all when they wish to communicate. 
 

Communication is a talent.  For those who do not possess it naturally there is good news.  The 
art of communication can be learned to a great extent.  Practice makes perfect. Those who 
really work at it, because they need and want to communicate, can acquire this art. 
 

Communication is a service to the community.  By it we bring people to a unity of understand-
ing, a unity of vision, and we inspire a spirit of united enterprise.  We cannot be or do anything 
together without good communication. They discovered this at the Tower of Babel in the Old 
Testament! Deep down in our experience of life we are all too aware that we need each other 
desperately.  When it comes to it, we cannot do without each other.  Communication is a pre-
requisite for cooperation, and cooperation is at the base of community life. 
 

Communication is hard work! 
 

Communication is a true ministry in our church community. If the grace of God is seen as the 
life-blood of the community, our communication channels must be among the major arteries 
through which that grace flows to give us life. With bad communications we are like people 
trying to live with blocked arteries! We will not survive long, let alone grow and develop! 
 

That is why the work of Sandy Funk and our dedicated communications team is so invaluable 
to us.  It goes largely unnoticed, as they plan and set in place vehicles for sharing good news 
within the community, and also communicate to others our belief that we are on to a good 
thing at St Benedict’s. We want to invite all to be a part of it. 
 

Plans are afoot to make details of our more than forty ministries within the parish more readily 
available to our membership and to newcomers, by means of a descriptive directory. We will 
also have a regular newsletter to tell us all about the exciting things going on in our own back-
yard, through the ministry of our own members. We may not be aware of these things as yet, 
but we need to be justly proud of them. It will spread a gentle word of welcome and a chal-
lenge to each of us to be involved in the stewardship of our time and talents in a creative and 
perhaps not previously thought of way. 
 

I highly commend you to visit our completely redesigned web site – www.stbenedictparish.org 
– that was unveiled last Sunday as part of our celebration of St. Benedict’s day.  Trent Bolling 
and Dolores Vogel have been working tremendously hard with Sandy, to make available to us 
a resourceful, educational and useful tool that will enable us to access not just the detail of 
parish activities and personalities, but will also provide links to a wide range of national 
Catholic and Diocesan resources. These will help us feed ourselves and our families and faith 
sharing groups with informed input, all available to us at the touch of a button.  Of course one 
has to know which button to touch, but even I, who consider myself a “computer ignoramus” , 
can get a long way with the user friendly layout that has been produced by our Web-masters.  
They are most receptive of constructive criticism. They want to hear from you about ways in 
which you can envisage the website being even more useful for your personal needs. In a very 
real sense the website will only be as useful as we want to make it by our input and feedback. 
 

However, we do not have to be “computer wizzes”  to be good communicators. For instance, 
the simple and faithful ministry of Leo Albano, who puts out the curb signs announcing St. 
Benedict’s Sunday Mass at various strategic points on our roads each Saturday, is currently the 
single most fruitful way of bringing people to our community and to register in the parish. This 
is simple, persistent communication. 
 

The smile with which we greet each other each Sunday before and after Mass communicates 
volumes.  The care and honor we show to each other, the effort we expend in listening atten-
tively to each other, communicates volumes about how we are as the “community of faith, 
hope, love and prayer”  that our mission statement proudly proclaims us to be.  When we are 
not such a community, we communicate something very different - and not at all attractive. 
 

Each of us is a communicator, whether we like it or not.  For better or worse, it is all a matter 
of what we communicate and the spirit in which we do it!

Communion Procedure   
Jesus invites all people of faith and good 
will to accept him into their hearts.  If age 
or circumstance prevents you from re-
ceiving sacramental Communion, you are 
still invited to approach the altar for a 
blessing.  Please indicate this to the Eu-
charistic Minister by placing an index 
finger over your lips.  The Eucharist is 
offered under both species.  After bowing 
reverently and receiving the sacred host, 
you are invited to take a sip from one of 
the cups.
