A Message from Sister Nancy
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For those of you who were unable to attend our Easter Vigil service, you missed a
deeply moving experience.

Each of our parish’s triduum liturgies was outstanding, but we reached the high
point of our liturgical year in the culmination of the Easter Vigil.

Y ou also missed seeing the joy and anticipation on the faces of those RCIA candi-
dates who were baptized, - received into the Catholic Church, Confirmed and cele-
brated Eucharist for the first time.

These nine people have been waiting for this night for many months.

Since September we have been meeting weekly praying, discussing church doc-
trines, listening to our faith stories and laughing.

As a parish we met these inquirersfor the first time in December when we cele-
brated the Rite of Welcome. Their sponsors introduced them to us and they publicly
declared their intention to continue their journey toward full initiation in the Catho-
lic Church.

We sent them forth in February to meet Bishop Baker at the Cathedra for the Rite
of Election. They met with hundreds of other RCIA candidates from local Catholic
parishes. Bishop Baker greeted and encouraged them in their conversion process.

On three Lenten Sundays, we as Church, publicly prayed over them; these scruti-
nies ritualized what is happening in the struggle to regject evil and choose Christ.

During Lent, we traveled to Mepkin Abbey for atime to experience the peace and
sacredness of that place.

All this preparation led to this night of nights—this Vigil crowned with Baptism
and Anointing and Eucharist.

Now we have reached the end, but the end is a'so the beginning.

During the 50 days following Easter, as the candidates are living as fully initiated
Catholics and celebrating their new life and spiritual growth in the faith, we meet
weekly. Thisisan opportunity for them to experience the roles played by various
members of our parish and to make a commitment to their persona involvement in
St. Benedict parish. This period of time called “Mystagogy” isthe fina period of
the initiation process, but the beginning of the responsibility of discipleship. This
conversion process is ongoing and life long.

Sitting among us each week are some who may be called to inquire about the
Cathalic faith. To them we say “ Come and see!”
