 A Message from Father  Paul 

 
Some months ago I spoke and wrote about the need for us to be proactive with regard to 
providing a church environment that is safe for our children and the vulnerable adults of 
our community.  Although this topic has thankfully receded somewhat from the front 
pages of our newspapers and from our TV channels, it remains as important now as it 
ever was. 
 

It is a chilling fact that one in four girls and one in six boys in our country will be sexu-
ally abused before their eighteenth birthday, and only one in ten will ever tell! We are 
facing a crisis in our culture and all must be involved in addressing it and reversing the 
hideous consequences of such abuse. Nobody can afford to underestimate or ignore the 
practical implications of the situation. 
 

In the light of the above the Diocese of Charleston has made further significant changes 
to its policy to ensure a safe environment for our vulnerable children and adults.  It is 
making available to us the VIRTUS “Protecting God’s Children”  program to assist us 
all in our joint efforts.  As part of the program it is providing a three and a half hour 
training session for all those who are in any way employed by the diocese or our par-
ishes, or any volunteers who are even remotely connected with our youngsters, the sick, 
the aged and the frail as they minister in our community.  IT IS NOW MANDATORY 
FOR ALL SUCH PERSONS TO TAKE PART IN THE TRAINING SESSION BE-
FORE THE END OF OCTOBER 2006. ALL PROSPECTIVE VOLUNTEERS IN 
THESE AREAS WILL BE REQUIRED TO ATTEND THE COURSE WITHIN 
THREE MONTHS OF THEIR BEGINNING AS VOLUNTEERS. 
 

Drew Burrichter, our pastoral associate, has undertaken to coordinate our effort to im-
plement these requirements and to make all the necessary reports of our compliance to 
the Diocesan authorities.  They in turn are responsible to the lay board set up nationally 
to monitor the Bishops’  compliance with the guidelines nationally agreed to in this 
field. 
 

The course will be offered at Christ our King Church Life Center in Mount Pleasant on: 
Friday, August 19   8.30 a.m. - 12.00 noon 
Friday, September 9  8.30 a.m. - 12.00 noon 
Saturday, September 10  9.00 a.m. - 12.30 p.m. 
Friday, October 14  8.30 a.m. - 12 noon 
 

Drew will be writing individually to all parish volunteers on our lists who will be re-
quired to attend the course, explaining how the process works and what we need to do 
to register. 
 

Child sexual abuse is not something found only in Church circles. It is rampant 
throughout society, and a staggering 80% of abuse is committed by parents or family 
members on the vulnerable people in their care.  Sexual abuse is a disease and can be an 
addiction in those who have it.  They need our help as well as their victims.  Each of us 
has a role to play in combating this scourge. We cannot leave it to others. We cannot 
turn a blind eye or deaf ear to what is going on around us.  To do so, would be to make 
us part of the problem instead of the solution. We need to be educated, sensitized to the 
tell tale signs of the presence of abuse and of the addiction, perhaps in our immediate 
circle. And we need to know what we can do about it if we suspect it’s going on. Know-
ing the love and care Christ had for children and showed towards all manner of suffer-
ers around him, how can we, as caring adults seeking to emulate him, do anything less! 
 

All are encouraged to take part in the VIRTUS program, even if they are not minister-
ing to vulnerable persons in the parish.  However the par ish will not accept as a vol-
unteer anyone who refuses or fails to attend an educational session on the creation 
of a safe environment as outlined above. 
 

I know that I can count on the full cooperation of all parishioners in this most important 
project for the benefit of us all.
