 A Message from Father  Paul 

 
Tomorrow, all over the world, the Church will be celebrating the feast of St. Benedict!  We cele-
brate the feast of our patron saint on the first weekend of October to be sure that everyone is 
present and able to give the celebration our full attention. 
 

Benedict is the patron of all monks in the western world. He is also the patron of speleologists – 
those who live in caves – farm workers, and the victims of poisoning! 
 

Paul VI nominated Benedict the patron of Europe, because when he lived, at the collapse of the 
Roman Empire, he was considered in large measure responsible for the preservation of civiliza-
tion due to the influence of the monastic way of life that he established. This spread rapidly 
throughout Europe bringing with it a whole new system of values and way of being.  
 

The migration to America of Benedictine monks, largely from Germany and Switzerland in the 
nineteenth century, and later, monks from England also, brought with it that same culture and 
ethic and the educational gifts that have in great measure helped to shape Catholic life and 
Catholic traditions in this country.  They established monasteries - also for nuns - largely in the 
North East and Mid West. 
 

In his famous Rule, which people are still living 1,500 years after it was written, St. Benedict 
stresses the virtue of hospitality. 
 

Greet all who come to the door as you would greet Christ, he says.  Welcome them.  But do not 
allow them to disrupt the household. 
 

If they stay, Benedict says, they are to be put on the duty roster.  They must take their turn at the 
housework and gardening. 
 

But beware of those who go from house to house, from monastery to monastery - from parish to 
parish, living off others - scroungers. 
 

To treat everyone who comes to the door as if they were Christ does not mean letting them take 
advantage of you. Christ would never do that. 
 

In our parish as a whole – one more household of St. Benedict – we have a great deal to learn 
from the Rule of St. Benedict.  It rewards careful study. Today many people, including families, 
are adapting it and living its spirit. They have found in it a great gift, and found it very health-
giving. 
 

The promise of health and healing is very powerful today.  All of us are in need of healing and 
wholeness, and most of us are seeking it.  But the Rule of St. Benedict does not offer us escapist 
or idealistic healing.  It does not promise us cheap, easy wholeness. There is a danger of thinking 
that each of us can be healed perfectly of everything that is sick and disordered in our lives.  
This kind of promise is rampant.  All kinds of therapies and techniques flood the market and 
engender more illusions. 
 

The true healing that St. Benedict promises us is that we learn to live with the many contradic-
tions in our lives, holding together the tensions in such a way that they can become creative, 
enriching and life-giving.  
 

Jean Vanier, the founder of the L’Arche movement, devoting all his energies to working for 
deeply wounded and broken people, once said: “ In our times there is a danger of thinking that 
everyone can be perfectly healed and find perfect unity in themselves and with others.  I am 
more and more convinced that there is no perfect healing. Each human being carries their own 
wounds, their own difficulties of relationships, and their own anguishes.  It is a question of 
learning to live day after day with this reality, and not in a state of illusion” . 
 

A real reality check is provided behind the altar in the chapel of a Benedictine monastery high 
up in the Rocky Mountains. There hangs a very simple wooden cross.  It will stay there until it is 
taken down to mark the grave of whichever monk is the next to die. Until then it hangs on the 
wall so that whenever the monks turn to face the altar they also face this powerful symbol of 
their woundedness and the healing to be found in the resurrection to come.  This daily reminder 
of our final end is not morbid or unhealthy. It is a gift of God, teaching us to live at peace with 
the reality of the present moment.  
 

For the grace of true healing, we can pray today, with St Benedict certainly supporting us.

Health care and health care reform 
are very much on our minds these 
days, as our nation strives to pro-
vide universal coverage for all our 
people including workers without 
coverage, communities without 
care and the sick without options, 
hi this reform effort, we Catholics, 
joined by many others, are seeking 
that universal coverage which ex-
cludes abortion mandates and pro-
tects the conscience rights of pro-
viders and religious employers.
