A Message from Father Paul
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“What'sin name?’ | hear many say. The answer is“quite alot!” Certainly if you come out
of the Hebreo—Christian tradition! Even God has a God-given name —“| am who am”
(Exodus Ch 3.13-15).

God's name tells us a great deal about himself. Hisname s vital to our understanding of our
God. It is his name that sets him apart from all the other gods that were in vogue at the time.

In our day to day relationships our own names say a great deal about us, and it matters
greatly to know the names of those with whom we are doing business. Sadly, in today’s
“civilized” world certain peoples’ names get in the way of their acceptability. Their names
matter! Many find it necessary or helpful to legally change their names.

We do not have a name just to distinguish us from our siblings. My mother had a problem
remembering our names anyway, and would go down the whole list of my siblings — there
were eight of us— until she hit on the right one. | was second from the bottom. It was en-
dearing in her, but if someone else were to treat usin similar fashion, such breach of knowl-
edge would be reckoned a serious lack in consideration or respect. We ourselves hate to
meet someone whose name we have forgotten, or do not know. Thereis power in knowing a
person’s name. Not to know it isa distinct disadvantage.

| find it interesting that in America, oneis asked for ones “first” name and “last” name. In
Europe, | think the custom is still to ask for ones “Christian name” and “ Surname”, though
by all accounts, the countries of Western Europe are far less Christian than the United States.

Thetradition of giving children “Christian names’ - Christian saints’ names - comes from the
earliest times and is still embedded in our rite of Christian Initiation and Baptism. When we
lead those who are to be baptized to the baptismal pool, the Litany of the Saintsis sung. We
solemnly invoke their assistance in the matter in hand. We pray that, by their assistance, the
person to be baptized may become saintly, and be graced to live out to the full the baptismal
promises about to be made. As we stand around the pool of the waters of life, we believe
that we are not alone. We are joined by all the Church in Heaven, al those ancestors of the
catechumens, all the angels and saints, both those known to us and the myriads of saints un-
known to us. All arethereto help us on the journey of faith. We are not alone! Thereis
quite a squash around the font!

And by that ancient tradition, in the same way as, after prayer and discernment, we carefully
choose Catholic Godparents, to act as role models for our children in the practice of the faith,
so also we are invited to choose one or two specific angels or saints from among the “chorus
of the heavenly host” to take specia charge of the spiritual wellbeing of each child through-
out hisor her life.

The Church does not insist on a child having a Christian name. It offers the services of the
angels and saints in heaven to the child. | am aware that there are certain family traditions by
which children are named after family members of former generations. That isfine, and |
would hope that these ancestors will do their bit for the child too. But the Christian commu-
nity highly commends also having a canonized saint among the guardians. The saint’s name
does not necessarily have to be the child’s given name. But | suggest that an angel or Chris-
tian saint needs to be somewhere in the line-up.

Our next Baptismal celebration in the parish will take place on October 23, and during the
ceremony | shall be asking the parents of the children what “Christian” name they have given
to them; under whose specific patronage they wish their children to walk on their life’'s jour-
ney of faith. | hope that by that time they will have thought carefully and prayed about which
saint isto be given the responsibility for caring in a special way for their children. Thereisa
huge number to choose from. | know that names tend to be a matter of fashion, but | suggest
that the saint that you choose for the job needs to be one that you can imagine your child hav-
ing a devotion to as he/she grows and maturesin the Christian life.

So what’sin aname? A good deal more than just alabel to differentiate us from others! A
saint’s name can be one of the most important gifts you can give your child —for life — for
death - and for eternity.
