Noth-
inginour livesistruly static. If wethink it is, we had better watch out, because we are in for arude
awakening!

| do not mean that we need to be always physically on the move. Indeed, it isimportant that we learn to
be physicaly still, that we learn to slow down our racing minds, and be quiet so asto better hear the
Lord talking to usin prayer, as he leads us forward on our journey in faith. A change in physical loca-
tion may be involved, but probably, we will need to take baby stepsin our psychological, social or spiri-
tual lives, learning to relate to God and each other in new ways and to grapple with developments all
around us.

If we open our eyes to see, if we dare to listen to what God has in store for us, with a willingness to take
itin, and to move forward in trust, then we will be constantly on the move, experiencing that inner
peace that only God can give.

Carole and Stanley Harris and their splendid children are among those who have experienced the call to
move on — to pack their bags and go —to Memphis, and with only two weeks notice! They did not de-
sign it that way, but they know that thisis right for them, as they move on in faith. They go with our
prayers as they settle into a new and strange environment with new neighbors, new jobs, and new
schools, to experience awhole new way of life. And in all thisthey will be sure to experience a touch
of God and find their inner peace reaffirmed!

Stanley and Carole have been pillars of our community, quietly going about their ministries, as facilita-
tors of their F.I.R.E. group, and in the case of Carole, as chairperson of the Stewardship Committee. As
such they have done an outstanding job unobtrusively working in the background, just being there, and
being an inspiration to all of us who worked with them. We send them off with our deep gratitude for

all they have been and done for our community during their time with us. God speed to them!

Stewardship is adominant theme of our Lord’ s teaching in the Gospel. Most of the parables are about
stewardship in one form or other. Yet many of us do not hear the message, and if we do, we are fearful
of the consequences. “ God cannot possibly mean that | should share all that | have...!” we say. But
Stewardship is crucial if we are truly to experience the deep inner peace that we all yearn for. Steward-
ship of al our time, treasure, and talent is one way in which our Lord ensures that we remain on the
move.

Last Sunday we were fortunate to welcome back to the parish Gene and Elaine McLaughlin’s son,
Brian, hiswife, Meg, with Alexandra and Sean, their wonderful children, on avisit. They are asplen-
did example of the stewardship of time, treasure, and talent! Two years ago, they decided that, while the
children were till young enough, they would take time out to devote their professional skillsin the
medical field working among the poor in a very challenging and deprived environment in Bolivia.

They have been richly blessed in their giving, and | am most grateful to have had them here to share
with us some of their experiences of Christian stewardship. They have our whole hearted support and
especially our prayers for their ongoing, courageous, faith-filled enterprise.

Three weeks ago we were privileged to have a visit from Deacons Bob Higgins and David Runnion at
the celebration of our Sunday Mass. Last Saturday, Bob was ordained to the priesthood by the Bishop,
and will begin his priestly ministry at Christ Our King Church next month. Both these young men have
heard the call of the Lord to stewardship of their time, treasure, and talent, in the unconditional giving
of themselves in vowed service of their brethren in the Church. Both need our prayers that they may be
faithful to their calling, and exude the peace that comes to those who give themselves unconditionally to
God. We need many more who, like them, are willing to offer their life's service for the glory of God
and the good of the Church.

All of us have a calling to stewardship of our own time, treasure, and talent. Each of us needs to be
intentional in our giving freely and without reserve. That iswhat is meant by being atrue Christian—a
follower of Christ.

And our giving is greatly pleasing to our Heavenly Father who has given it all to us
that we might give it away - on his behalf.
