
 HOLY TRINITY SUNDAY 
 MAY 22, 2005                           
 A Message from Father  Paul 

 

Two weeks ago the Bishop was with us to preside at the Sunday Eucharist and to administer the sacra-
ment of Confirmation to twelve of our teenagers. It was a great occasion, the memory of which will be 
cherished by many of us. When we are gathered together around the altar with the Bishop as our head, 
then the Church is complete and most fully the body of Christ. We are the Church, and the Bishop is 
our leader. 
 

The Bishop made reference to this reality on more than one occasion. And he pointed out what we all 
feel in our hearts, that sooner rather than later, we will be constructing a church building to act as a 
symbol of the Church that we are. We need such a symbol. It is not a luxury; it is a real practical ne-
cessity. 
 

It is February since my last update on the progress we are making, and the time has come for me to 
share more news on what is going on to bring about our vision for a church building. I know that it 
must be very frustrating not to have news – good news – far more frequently. I am resisting the temp-
tation to feed you platitudes that add up to nothing substantial. My principle is to give you all the news 
I have as soon as I have it. In the meantime, I am grateful for your patience and trust. 
 

As you already know, the realization of our overall vision for the new St. Benedict Church campus 
involves far more than just a church building. Also envisaged is a school for 500 students and a 
“Village”  of some 60 homes for elderly people who are still independent, but have the desire to down-
size and live as part of a Christian community around the church. Christ Our King parish has gone into 
partnership with us, and without wanting any eventual proprietorial rights, has taken on the responsi-
bility for making the “Village”  happen so that we can concentrate on the church component of the 
enterprise. 
 

The planning and the infrastructure that needs to be put in place before we break ground on any build-
ing, must necessarily take into account the development of the whole campus. This involves long and 
painstaking work, requiring great expertise and attention to detail. To the untutored eye, there may be 
nothing to show for all this work, but we skip over it or take short cuts at our peril. 
 

I am now glad to report that a very high caliber joint steering committee, drawn from both parishes, 
has already begun work in tackling all the knotty problems that we face. Representing St. Benedict’ s 
we have Kevin Carpentier, our Parish Pastoral Council Chairman; Wynn Harding; Tim Cook, also 
masterminding the development of our adjacent Pepper Plantation; all three experts in different fields 
of engineering; Jerry O’Keefe, Principal, Resolution Management Consultants, Inc., offering a spe-
cialty in contractual management and resolution in the building world; and Chuck Marquardt, a CPA 
and Vice President and General Manager of Pearlstine Distributors. 
 

The members from Christ Our King Church are Darryl Reyna, Executive Vice President and CFO of 
the Beach Company; John Maize, long time Chairman of the Christ Our King Parish Pastoral Council 
and leader of the planning team that brought St Benedict’ s to birth, and also a member of the Mount 
Pleasant Council Planning Committee; Clay Duffie, General Manager of the Mount Pleasant Water 
Works; and William Roberts, Vice President, Construction Professional, Inc., offering experience in 
the construction field in our locality. William is also a member of the Bishop’s Building and Renova-
tion Commission. (It is always good to have a friend at court!) I am most grateful to all these for the 
demanding work they have undertaken on our behalf on top of their punishing daily workloads. Mon-
signor Carter and I are also members of the group. 
 

The members will work together - also in subcommittees dealing with the various aspects of the task 
ahead, making recommendations as to the way forward.  There are delicate negotiations to be under-
taken with the Town of Mount Pleasant regarding the correct zoning and the provision of water and 
sewage, policing, fire protection and waste disposal. There is the crucial topic of the “ Impact Fee”  that 
will be due to the town, if we proceed with them. What are the alternatives? We need to know these, 
even if we eventually reject them. On what basis will we make the houses available, to make them 
attractive and affordable, while at the same time keeping the ultimate control of them in the hands of 
St. Benedict Church? There are models elsewhere for us to study and adopt or adapt as appropriate, as 
we create our own blue-print in the light of the experience of others. There is so much to be done, so 
much detail to be grappled with. 
 

In the light of the Steering Group’s recommendations we will arrive at a more accurate picture of costs 
and will be able to make proposals for the approval of the Bishop and his Buildings and Renovations 
Committee. All this needs to be completed before we can instruct an architectural team to draw up 
detailed plans.  
 

We have made a good start. We are blessed to have such a strong team of experts to guide us through 
this painstaking but exciting work. I invite all of us to keep them in our daily prayers. I know you will 
continue to be patient as things unfold.
