A Message from Father Paul

Three weeks ago | announced that, beginning on Saturday 5™ November, we would be cele-
brating a Saturday Vigil Mass at 5.00 p.m. in All Saints Lutheran Church on Highway 17.
Clearly this marks a major development in the life of the parish.

Aswith the arrival of ababy in afamily, until it actually comes, we can only guess at the
effect this new addition will have on the life of the parish. Will it be advantageous to many
parishioners? Will there be an exodus from the 9.30 am. Mass on Sunday at Cario School ?
Will there be sufficient ministers - of everything - to go round without them getting burned
out? Will we be creative enough to, perhaps, embrace a new style of celebration and thus
broaden our experience of liturgical prayer? Will the additional Mass enable many others
now not parishioners, and perhaps not going to Mass anywhere, to consider becoming parish-
ioners and getting involved with our community life and effort?

What is the ecumenical dimension of all this? The mind boggles at the thought of all the pos-
sibilities!

And when all is said and done, there is not much we can do about it all — other than to pray
and leave therest to God. After al, everything we do as a parish is done for His greater
glory. Whatever happens, it will be good.

Having said that, there will be some parishioners who will opt to attend both the Vigil and
the Sunday Masses! They are those parishioners who have the custom of going to Mass
every day anyway, if at al possible. There are anumber of them! Some go to Mass very
early in the morning before work, others “get” a Mass during their lunch break, downtown,
and yet others come to the 9.00 a.m. weekday Massin the parish. Wow! | hear some people
exclam!

The Massisthe greatest spiritual gift that the Lord has given us. The Mass makes present to
us the means of our salvation and entry to eternal life. Like all His gifts, thisoneisthere for
the taking. Although, we, the Church, only expect all our members to be present at the
Eucharist —the Mass - on each Sunday and on the specia high Holy Days of the year, it is
laudable and most appropriate that we should make every effort to attend Mass also on other
days. These parishioners give thanks to the Lord for all the blessings he showerson usasa
community and as individuals. The word “Eucharist” comes from the Greek word meaning
“Thanksgiving”. The central prayer of the Mass—the “Canon” - isthe Church’s greatest
prayer of thanksgiving.

In our Church we do not, at this stage, have a suitable formal worship space for any liturgy.
While being an inconvenience, it is also ablessing in many ways. It enables usto celebrate
on several days during the week in amore informal yet deeply prayerful way, in the heart of
parishioners’ homes. The Eucharist is a celebration of the Lord’s hospitality. All the Church
isinvited to the table of the Lord. By opening their homes, parishioners are modeling the
generous hospitality of the Lord himself.

Two important features of the home Mass are special gifts. Following the lead of the pastor,
all share their insights and thoughts arising out of the Scriptures we have just heard, and also
share in prayer arising out of the inspirations we have received, both from the Word and from
the Spirit speaking to us through the members of the group. It is my responsibility so to ar-
range things that Mass — daily Mass—is easily accessible to as many parishioners as possi-
ble. Five years ago we had a survey of parishioners as to the most suitable time for the week-
day Masses. The responses were so varied that no consensus was possible, and in fact the
actual pattern of attendance has little to do with peopl€e's stated preferences. The present time
schedule has been in force since then. Perhaps now it istime for are-look at it. | shall be
grateful for any suggestions you may have.

For the time being, beginning in November, | propose to move our one evening Mass of the
week from Tuesdays to 6.30 p.m. on Wednesdays. The Area representatives who arrange the
weekday Masses will also be approaching this task with wider parameters to enable more
parishionersto host a celebration in their homes. Our hope is that with these changes more
parishioners might find it convenient to attend, perhaps with their children.

I highly commend all those who are not used to taking part in daily Mass to consider getting
involved, if only on one day in the week. You will find it a deeply enriching experience,
especialy when you attend on aregular basis. Apart from anything else, it isaso agreat way
to get to know other parishionersin some depth as they share their faith, and we build com-
munity together. Some will say that their busy schedule simply does not allow for one more
thing to be added. That may be so, and if so, | invite you to take alook at your priorities. It
could be that there is some tweaking to be done there. (Would you like me to help?) It ismy
experience that we can always find the time to do the things we really want to do!
