A Message from Father Paul
Are you an addict?

The truth isthat there are very few of us without addictions. And we can find
ourselves addicted to almost anything.

Peopl e can be addicted to power, success, making money, to cars, comic strips,
computers, and chocolate....aswell asto gambling, smoking, drink, drugs, and
SEX.

Even very religious people have their addictions: often more dangerous, because
they are most subtle - even “spiritual”.

The cure for addiction is through humility. But in our age, humility haslost its
appeal. Who speaks about humility today — outside the ambiance of the Tuesday
evening gathering for discussion after Mass and soup supper? We discussed it
there at length.

There is one organization that speaks graphically about humility today, but using
other language. And | am not thinking of the Church! | am speaking of Alcohol-
ics Anonymous!

A.A.—awonderful gift and process, put together by a Jesuit priest in the last
century for those battling any kind of addiction, or living with those who are ad-
dicted — bases its whole philosophy on the virtue of humility. It makes
“powerlessness’ the first and most vital of its twelve steps on the road to recov-
ery and wholeness.

“In front of Alcohol (or whatever else the addiction might be) | am powerless,
and this area of my life has become unmanageable - out of control.”

Thisadmission, this confession of utter powerlessness, is true humility.

The second step of A.A. isto believe that there is a power greater than oneself
that can bring healing. But this is the second step.

Thefirst step isto know that in front of the addiction human effort is of no avail.
Good resolutions—*“1 will” or “I will not” are useless. We have to rely entirely on
our “Higher Power”.

One person who would be perfectly at home attending an A.A. meeting is Saint
Paul. He knew all about powerlessness. It was Saint Paul who said: “I can will
what isright, but | just cannot do it....l have the desire to do good, but the per-
formance is simply beyond me.” Poor Paul!

And poor you! And poor me! Isthis not our experience as well?

Inside Paul there is abattle raging, amoral civil war, between an inmost self, a
true self, that delightsin God’ s law, and an ego, afalse self that istorn this way
and that, full of addictions and compulsions.

“Wretched man that | am! Who will rescue me?’ Then Paul cries out and an-
swers his own question,
“Thanks be to God... Jesus Christ the Lord!”

Of course we may discover, as A.A. teaches, that some addictions never go away.
They are with usfor life —to keep us humble!

But the addiction, the tendency, once so compulsive, ceasesto be. It no longer
dominates and destroys our life. We are able to live beyond it.

“My grace is sufficient for you....” Saint Paul wastold.
“My power is made perfect in weakness....” he heard.
Thisis good news for all addicts— alcoholic or otherwise.

Lent isatime for us to unearth our addictions of whatever sort, name them, ac-
knowledge them specifically, and humbly hand them over to God, our Higher
Power, that he may rid us of our evil compulsions and give us the new life of
Easter.
