
 SECOND SUNDAY OF EASTER 
 APRIL 23, 2006                           
 A Message from Father  Paul 

 

Today, the eighth day of our Easter Celebration is not the “First Sunday after Easter” ! 
And if you thought it was, even for a moment, you should be draped in sackcloth and ashes and 
be doing penance! (Have you heard me say this before?!) 
 

Because today is the Second Sunday of Easter! 
 

After forty days of Lent, and three days of Passover, we are now celebrating FIFTY DAYS of 
Eastertide. That will bring us to the great feast of Pentecost. 
 

These days are the overflow from the Easter Vigil, like a honeymoon, fifty days of rejoicing! I 
hope you are hard at it! 
 

So Easter is far from over, in fact it has only just begun.  And this “ feast of feasts”  stretches out 
before us – full of promise and joy. 
 

This is the hope that the Church has, not just for “ religious”  people, “holy”  people, whoever 
they might be!  It is the hope for us all – you and me! 
 

This Sunday has many names. It is the “Octave day of Easter” , or “Dominica in Albis”  – Latin 
for White Sunday: a reference to the white garments given to the Elect at their Baptism at the 
Easter Vigil, and worn by them for the entire Octave. It is referred to as “Quasi Modo Sunday”  
from the first two words of the Latin entry chant for the Mass on this day – not very helpful to 
us nowadays. And most unhelpful of all is the title “Low Sunday” . Last Sunday we were on a 
high, and this Sunday we are on a low. NO! There is nothing low about this Sunday at all! Low 
here is not in contrast to high. It is simply a word coming from the German meaning “Last” - the 
last day of the Easter Octave. 
 

Our Easter joy is not something that turns us in on ourselves in some self-centered orgy of self- 
satisfaction.  Far from it! That would be a travesty of what we are all about.  When the disciples 
left the upper room where they had received the Holy Spirit, it was “Easter Joy”  that they were 
enabled to share and spread far and wide – even to the ends of the earth! Our Easter joy is for us 
to share, so that in our joy we will make a difference. 
 

Our Joy is the “Good News” that we have to spread around. That is God’s mission for each of 
us, given to us in our Baptism. 

All of us are called to be missionaries! 
Some of us are called – have the vocation - to go into the mission fields of the Church in Africa, 
Latin America, parts of Asia and Eastern Europe, to spread the Good News of Christ, that he 
lived and died for us and rose again that each of us might share in the new life with him in eter-
nity! 
 

But we do not necessarily have to go so far afield.  Right on our own door steps – in our parish 
- there is plenty of opportunity to be a real missionary and to spread Easter joy to many around 
us who have never experienced that joy!  By joyfully and sensitively sharing what we have, by 
our joyful dealing with others, by our compassion and our joyful caring service of them in 
whatever way presents itself, we are being true missionaries, in a very understated but life-
giving way. 
 

And in the giving we will find that we will also receive – and from the very people whom we 
are called to serve.  The Lord is never outdone in giving, and we will receive our reward a hun-
dredfold, but probably in a way and from a quarter we least expect.  God is a God of surprises! 
 

Today we have the privilege and joy of welcoming Fr. William Gore to lead our community in 
our Eucharistic celebration, and to tell us something of the great missionary work of his congre-
gation, the Oblates of St. Francis de Sales. Father has been active in the mission of field of the 
Ukraine, based in Lviv. It is my hope that by relating his experiences, by his example and that 
of his confreres, he will open our hearts to hear God’s call to be joyful ambassadors for Christ 
as he plans us to be.  I also hope that we will support their work with our prayers for missionar-
ies all over the world – especially those who are being persecuted at this time, for their joyful 
Easter witness. I am most grateful to Fr. Gore for coming to share his missionary zeal with us 
so devotedly. 
 

As you know, we do not have second collections in our parish, but rather encourage all parish-
ioners to tithe and give sacrificially to the first collection on a weekly basis. In this way the 
parish as a whole is able to support Father and his missionary work with a donation of $1,000. 
I ask parishioners who may wish to add to this donation, to make a personal check payable to 
St. Benedict Church and clearly mark it for the Missionary appeal. I will see that their donations 
will be forwarded to the Oblates with that of parish in a timely manner.

A Letter From the Bishop 
 

 
Dear Friends in Christ, 
 
Catholics in parishes across the nation 
are being asked to contribute to the 
Catholic Home Missions Appeal. But 
what is a "home mission"? And why 
should we support it? 
 

You know the answer if you have ever 
visited eastern Kentucky or Tennessee; 
driven through rural Georgia, Ala-
bama, and Mississippi; spent time on 
the Mexican border, or passed through 
scattered small towns in Wyoming, 
Montana, and Oregon. Those little 
brick or clapboard churches you see 
along the way, housing pockets of 
Catholic faithful, are Home Missions. 
 

Consider these facts for a moment: 
•The archdiocese of Anchorage has 
only 19 active priests to serve all of 
central Alaska. 
•The Diocese of Lubbock in north Texas 
has 33 priests to cover 62 parishes and 
missions. 
•The Diocese of Little Rock, which cov-
ers all of Arkansas, has 108 priests for 
124 parishes and missions. 
•There are 72 priests in the entire state 
of Utah, 56 in the state of Idaho, and 
only 47 in the state of Wyoming. 
 

The Church is quite fragile in many 
parts of the United States where Catho-
lics are a small minority. Currently 
some 85 dioceses rely on the Catholic 
Home Missions Appeal for 
•Parish support 
•Youth ministry 
•Evangelization 
•Ministry with growing populations of 
Hispanics 
•Lay ministry training African Ameri-
cans, Asians, and Native Americans 
•Seminary formation 
•Religious education 
 

This year, the Catholic Home Missions 
Appeal is giving more than $3million to 
the dioceses along the Gulf Coast that 
lay in the path of Hurricanes Katrina 
and Rita, or that hosted refugees from 
the storm. Dozens of parish churches 
and schools in Louisiana and Missis-
sippi were destroyed or damaged, but 
Catholic communities are determined to 
carry on. They need help not only to 
repair and replace buildings, but also 
to restore the pastoral programs at the 
heart of any parish. 
 
 

Helping satisfy the spiritual needs of 
our neighbors across the country unites 
all of us as a Catholic family. I invite 
you to respond generously to the Catho-
lic Home Missions Appeal. Please help 
strengthen our Church at home.
