EPIPHANY OF THE LORD

JANUARY 8, 2006
A Message from Father Paul
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The solemn proclamation of the date of Easter used to occur each year on the feast of the Epiphany
by a custom dating back to the days when calendars were not readily available. This date varies
from year to year. It is necessary to make known the date of Easter well in advance, since most of
the liturgical celebrations of the year depend on this date. The number of Sundays of “Ordinary
Time” that follow today’ s feast, the date of Ash Wednesday, and the number of Sundays that fol-
low the feast of Pentecost all depend on the date of Easter.

The dates of the Easter Triduum, the last days of Holy Week, used to be solemnly proclaimed —
sung out by the Deacon - so that all would commit them to memory, and all would be sure to be
present for this vital celebration and for all the surrounding festivals of the year.

Nowadays the date of Easter isinserted in very small print in many calendars. Yet it isimportant
for us Catholic Christians to have these dates written large in our day-timers now, to ensure that
they are not crowded out by holiday plans and other engagements. We do not make the proclama-
tion as of old, so | give you here the text of the proclamation as it is printed in the Sacramentary
(Altar Missal), to ensure that the relevant days are red letter days in your diaries.

Dear brothers and sisters: the glory of the Lord has shone upon us, and shall ever be manifest
among us, until the day of his return. Through the rhythms of times and seasons let us celebrate
the mysteries of salvation.

Let usrecall the year’'s culmination, the Easter Triduum of the Lord: hislast supper, his cruci-
fixion, hisburial, and hisrising, celebrated between the evening of 13th April and the evening
of 16th April.

Each Easter — as on each Sunday — the Holy Church makes present the great and saving deed by
which Christ has forever conquered sin and death.

From Easter are reckoned all the days we keep holy. Ash Wednesday, the beginning of Lent, will
occur on 1% March, The Ascension of the Lord will be commemorated on Sunday 28™ of May.
Pentecost, the joyful conclusion of the season of Easter, will be celebrated on the 4™ of June.
This year the First Sunday of Advent will be 3" December.

Likewise the pilgrim Church proclaims the Passover of Christ in the feasts of the holy Mother of
God, in the feasts of the Apostles and Saints, and in the commemoration of the faithful departed.

To Jesus, who was, who is, and who isto come, Lord of time and history, be endless praise, for
ever and ever. Amen.

To these dates that apply to the universal calendar of the Church, certain important datesin the life
of our own Christian community need to be added. Please make a note of them now so that you
may be present to join in the celebrations as they occur.

The Celebration of God's gifts of Time and Talent in our community will take place on Sunday,
19" February. The day for our commitment or recommitment to ministries within the Church com-
munity will be Sunday, 26" February.

Within the “Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults’ process, the Rite of Sending and Rite of Elec-
tion by the Bishop will both take place on Sunday, 5" March. The three Scrutinies will be con-
ducted on the following Sundays, 19" and 26" March and 2™ April. The Baptisms of adults and
their acceptance into full communion within the Church will take place at the Great Easter Vigil on
Saturday, April 15™,

Baptisms for infants are scheduled for Sunday Mass on January 22™, Easter Sunday, 16" April at
the 9:30 am. Mass, and at Masses on Sunday, 18" June and Sunday, 15" October.

Services of Penance and Reconciliation will be celebrated in Lent on Wednesday, 29" March, and
in Advent on Wednesday, 13" December, both at 7:00 p.m.

We will be celebrating the First Communions of our children on Sunday, 7" May, and the Bishop
will be with us to administer the Sacrament of Confirmation at Mass on Sunday, 28" May, Ascen-
sion Day.

The annual F.I.R.E. retreat for al F.I.R.E. participants will take place on Saturday 12" August, and
the Commitment of the F.I.R.E. groups will be during Mass on Sunday 27" August.

We will celebrate St. Benedict, our patron, on Sunday 1% October.

Our School Graduation will take place on Tuesday, 30" May at 7:00 p.m. at Christ our King
Church.

So please sharpen your red pencils and make sure all these dates are well and truly noted!

If age or
circumstance prevents you from receiv-
ing sacramental Communion, you are
still invited to approach the altar for a
blessing. Please indicate thisto the
Eucharistic Minister by placing your
arms across your chest. The Eucharist
is offered under both species. After
bowing reverently and receiving the
sacred host, you are invited to take asip
from the cup.
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When you welcome a new baby into
your home, we also would like to wel-
come your newest family member to
our St. Benedict community.
