 A Message from Father  Paul 

 

I write to you today as we unveil our new five-year plan for the growth and development of 
St. Benedict Parish between now and the year 2010.  This is an event that calls for thanksgiv-
ing and great celebration, as we move forward in faith into what is essentially the “unknown” , 
trusting that, with God on our side, “all manner of things will be well” , to use once more the 
faith-filled phrase of Julian of Norwich. 
 

In November of the year 2000 we published our first plan covering the infancy years of the 
parish.  We were barely one year old as a community at the time; and this was indeed a bold 
step into the unknown.  Things certainly looked very different then from the way they do 
now. The plan was well received, and the goals set out in it have been largely met over the 
past five years – most of them in the first two years! 
 

Much has changed, but not everything! In my covering letter to the first plan of 2000, I wrote 
about our being a community of learners, and we still are a community of learners, as we feel 
our way forward in faith.  Hopefully we will remain so until the day we die and have the full 
vision as God sees it.  Until then, one learning step will lead to another, and the more we 
learn, the more we will realize that there is still more to be discovered!  So as we study the 
new plan, let us do it as diligent pupils in St Benedict’s “School of the Lord’s Service” . 
 

One striking change in our parish life over the past five years has been the emergence of our 
young members in great numbers.  When the parish started there were some 24 teenagers 
registered. Many of these were at college and not actually resident in the parish most of the 
year.  Therefore they did not seem a priority in our parish planning.  Now however, when one 
third of the total membership is below the age of 20, our youth ministry has become a major 
focus, requiring a serious commitment of our resources of time, treasure, and talent. 
 

Another significant change has been the acquisition of land for a multifaceted parish campus, 
and the prospect of our having a Worship Center of our own within the next five years! Thus 
parishioners’  commitment to stewardship and sacrificial giving has become a major chal-
lenge.  In the next five years the principles of Stewardship will need to become a way of life 
for all our parish family, if we are indeed to achieve our development goals. 
 

God willing, all things are possible for us who are committed to persevere in faith - provided 
we keep our priorities in order!  First and foremost of these is our spiritual development both 
as individuals and as a community.  Our primary focus must be on prayer and the personal 
holiness of all parishioners. All other endeavors need to be measured against the standard we 
achieve in our spiritual growth. Does this or that plan we have lead members of our parish 
family to prayer, to personal holiness, to God? 
 

In 2003 we conducted a comprehensive audit of our 2000 Five-Year plan and of every aspect 
of our parish life.  Most encouragingly, the input of the parishioners clearly indicated that, in 
general terms, we were on track, in many cases ahead of the curve!  Well over 100 sugges-
tions and comments that surfaced were taken up, and changes made.  Parishioner input at that 
time has also provided us with the basis for proposals and goals which we aim to implement 
by the year 2010. 
 

The heads of the various ministries submitted their components of the five-year plan, based 
on the survey material, for review by the Pastoral Council. Much was then revised in the light 
of comments from the Council.  After further consideration, the text was handed to a select 
group for editing and proofing. This revised text then came back to the Council. Impossible 
dreams were excised and further adjustments were made before handing it to the production 
team for final layout and printing.  It has been a mammoth task. Our grateful thanks are due 
to all concerned.  I wish to particularly thank Sandy Funk who has master-minded the whole 
process with grace, patience, and true professionalism.  She understands fully what it is to 
share ones time and talent, and clearly lives by that understanding. 
 

The five-year plan is what it implies – a plan.  It aims to clearly point us in a specified direc-
tion and gives us goals to aim for.  However, it is not set in concrete.  As we go along, we 
will need to monitor its progress, and be flexible enough to make changes or adaptations of 
our original vision where necessary. Our plan is a tool to assist us in the use of the abundance 
of gifts of time, treasure, and talent that the Lord in his goodness has showered upon us.  The 
role of the five-year plan is to assist us in the stewardship of all these gifts. 
 

I give thanks to God that we have been chosen to work together in the building of his King-
dom as outlined in this five-year plan.

Please indicate this to the 
Eucharistic Minister by placing your 
arms across your chest.  The Eucharist 
is offered under both species.  After 
bowing reverently and receiving the 
sacred host, you are invited to take a sip 
from the cup.

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 

Each year, the annual Collection for 
the Church in Latin America is held in 
parishes across the country. Histori-
cally, no less than 87 percent of the 
proceeds from this collection have gone 
to support the work of pastoral projects 
in Mexico, Central and South America, 
and the Caribbean. When we contribute 
to this fund, we are actively participat-
ing in a work of solidarity with our 
brothers and sisters throughout the 
American hemisphere. 
 

Last year, more than $6.3 million dol-
lars was raised in the United States to 
provide collaborative funding for 470 
projects in 210 dioceses within 21 
countries. These programs include 
catechetical and lay leadership pro-
grams, youth ministry, and evangeliza-
tion projects, and formation programs 
for religious, priests, and deacons. Fur-
ther information on the work of the 
USCCB's Committee on the Church in 
Latin America can be found at 
www.usccb.org/latinamerica.
