
 16TH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 
 JULY 23, 2006                           
 A Message from Father  Paul 

 

When your heart beats, it draws blood into it, and then sends it to the lungs to take on 
oxygen. Then the blood is pulled back into the heart and finally sent back through your 
body to keep you alive.  How is that for a piece of scientific knowledge from someone 
who managed to sail through his entire school and university career having bypassed the 
scientific disciplines altogether! I have been suffering from that ever since, but I do know 
that if the heart only took blood in and did not send it back out, it would not do you much 
good. 
 

The liturgy is something like a heart. It draws us in when we have been depleted of spiri-
tual energy.  It links us to Christ, who revives our spirits and gives us strength.  Then it 
sends us back out into the world. 
 

This “sending forth”  is the final section of our Eucharist.  We call it the “dismissal” , but 
that is a word that can easily be misunderstood. We might think of dismissal time at 
school, the time when we are finally free to do what we want. Or we might think of sol-
diers dismissed from formation on the parade ground. Dismissal can sound simply like 
the end of some gathering. 
 

The dismissal from the Eucharist is more than that.  The formula of dismissal in Latin is 
“ Ite, missa est” .  That is a very difficult phrase to translate.  Our current translation is 
“Go, the Mass is ended” , but that is a bit weak.  Translated literally, the Latin means 
“Go, it is the sending” .  A little more elegant translation would be “Go, you are sent.”   
The very word we commonly use for our Sunday worship, the “Mass” , comes from this 
dismissal. The Mass is for mission: it strengthens us to send us out again! 
 

When we are dismissed from the liturgy, we are sent forth – we are commissioned - to 
carry on the work of Christ in the world.  We respond “Thanks be to God!”  That almost 
sounds as though we are just grateful it’s all over! What it really means is that we are 
grateful to God for entrusting this sacred mission to us and for strengthening us through 
the Eucharist to be able to carry it out. 
 

Before the actual dismissal, we hear announcements for the week.  The reason they come 
at this point in the liturgy is that they should be telling us ways that we can carry on our 
mission during the week. Here we receive the information that we need for our 
“assignments”  for the Lord, to augment the written detail that we find weekly in the bul-
letin and on the parish website. Then we pray for God’s blessing before we are formally 
sent out on mission. 
 

Of course, in our parish, as in most parishes, we conclude with a final song – as did the 
apostles at the end of the Last Supper! Such songs are actually prayers of thanksgiving.  
They are not some sort of musical “wallpaper”  to cover the time it takes for the priest to 
move from his seat to the exit.  All the hymns that we sing fit the overall theme of the 
day’s liturgy. They are prayers and should be treated as such. That is why we try to sing 
all the verses, or at least enough of them to make sense of the prayer we are offering.  
That is why we encourage even those who have been convinced that they cannot sing, to 
at least open the book and pray the words as we sing them. Gone are the days when we 
used to have hymns as some sort of musical interlude to cover some liturgical hiatus, or 
because someone happens to like the tune. We would never dream of saying two thirds of 
the Our Father and then turn to something else because we had had enough of it.  The 
prayer is so structured that it only makes sense if we use it in its entirety.  The same is 
true of our liturgical hymns and songs. 
 

The purpose of the final song means that the liturgy is not over until that song is finished.  
It is nothing short of rudeness and disrespect, when in some parishes – not ours of course 
- many people make for the door early.  Some leave when the final song begins, or even 
during the Communion.  One cannot help but wonder what can be so terribly pressing for 
these people to short-circuit the Lord, and to short-circuit their fellow worshipers by their 
early departure from what we are committed to do together!  I sincerely hope that this 
discourteous habit of leaving before the “meal”  is over never takes root in this commu-
nity. 
 

And even when the final song is complete, we do not have to make a mad rush for the 
parking lot.  If we care about our brothers and sisters with whom we have just wor-
shipped, some time in conversation and fellowship over coffee after Mass is certainly 
appropriate.  It is a golden opportunity for us to see the face of Christ in the strangers in 
our midst, and to make them feel really welcome in our community.  Clearly some of us 
may have pressing obligations that require us to leave quickly, but most of us could lin-
ger a bit with one another to share our joy in the Lord whom we have just received. This 
is a marvelous beginning to our mission to bring Christ to all those whom we will be 
meeting during the coming week and to find Christ in them.

If age or 
circumstance prevents you from receiv-
ing sacramental Communion, you are 
still invited to approach the altar for a 
blessing.  Please indicate this to the 
Eucharistic Minister by placing your 
arms across your chest.  The Eucharist 
is offered under both species.  After 
bowing reverently and receiving the 
sacred host, you are invited to take a sip 
from the cup.
