A Message from Father Paul

Last week we celebrated Pentecost, the great festival of the Holy Spirit. The week
before, Bishop Robert came to our parish to celebrate with us the confirmation in the
Holy Spirit of fifteen of the young parishioners who felt called to receive the gifts,
and to open themselves up to bearing the fruit that we may expect to seein Spirit—
filled people. We have heard a great deal about the gifts and fruits of the Holy Spirit
asthey arelisted for usin Sacred Scripture: Gifts - Isaiah 11:1-2, and Fruits - Gala-
tians 5:22-23.

We hear less of the nine Charisms of the Holy Spirit: 1 Corinthians 12:6-11, perhaps
because they are counter culturd in abig way. They can make those who have them
and exercise them quite insufferable, and tend to make the people who do not possess
or exercise them feel distinctly uncomfortable. But they are Charisms of the Holy
Spirit for all that!

The Charisms of the Holy Spirit are: speaking with wisdom, speaking with knowl-
edge, faith, healing, miracles, prophecy, discerning of spirits, speaking in tongues,
and interpreting tongues.

Do you have these charismatic gifts?

Can you speak in tongues? Or interpret them? Are you ableto prophesy? Do you
have the gift of healing? Or languages? Or inspired teaching?

Charismatic gifts are quite common in our time. And there are some people who get

very worked up about them. But it isimportant to know onething: Charismatic gifts
are no proof of holiness. Not at al! God may give them to people who are not in the

least bit holy.

Such gifts are given for the building up of the community. They can be channels of
God'slove for us. But they do not automatically confer holiness on the people who
have them.

The sameistrue of any extraordinary religious or psychic phenomena, such aslevita-
tion, bilocation, visions, or heavenly voices. These things may have featured in the
lives of some great saints. But the Church has always counseled our being very cir-
cumspect about such gifts whenever possible. Why? Because these gifts can make
you very proud indeed!

Saint John of the Crossin his book “The Ascent of Mount Carmel” considers every
possible spiritual phenomenon, from the most interior to the most exterior. And he
commands his followers to reject every one of them. Pure faith and prayer are the
true means of union with God he insists.

Saint Joseph Cupertino, a 17" Century Italian Franciscan, was one of the greatest
levitators of al time — nicknamed the “flying friar”! Just the mention of God’ s name
would send him flying up to the rafters, during Mass, the Prayer of the Church, or
other community prayers.

Hisfellow friars got fed up with this distracting show. But they did use him to place
a huge cross on top of the 100ft steeple of a new church. Uttering acry of delight as
he took off, Joseph grabbed the heavy cross asiif it were a straw, put it securely in
place, and returned to earth!

His superiorstook adim view of all this. They ordered him to stop al levitating. He
obeyed. But then, grounded, he went into a deep depression. This depression was
his “dark night”, leading him through inner purification to the prayer that made him a
saint. He was not canonized for hisflying. Birdscan fly!

According to orthodox catholic teaching, the straight and narrow path of contempla-
tive prayer to the Triune God, whose love for us we celebrate in today’ s feast of the
Holy Trinity, isthe surest and safest way to rea sanctity. The Charismatic gifts,
while valuable, are accidental and quite secondary to this path. Prayer —which is not
acharismatic gift - isthe true and absol ute test of all personal holiness and true sanc-
tity of life.

So if you are blessed with charismatic gifts, rejoice in them, and remember that they
are given to you for the building up of the Church. And remember also to keep your
feet firmly rooted on the ground! Ask rather for the gift of prayer.
