People could not wait to read this book, rather like some people have not been able to
wait to read the Da Vinci Code! What book? The LIFE OF SAINT ANTHONY by
Saint Athanasius!

Not Saint Anthony of Padua, of course —the one we pray to when we |oose things.
Heisagood mantoo. He came from Lisbon in Portugal around the end of the
twelfth century. The St Anthony we are talking about here was much earlier than
that. Heisknown as Saint Anthony the Great, or Anthony of Egypt - the Father of
Monks. Hedied in 356AD.

Written not long after his death, this book gripped the imagination of the ancient
world. It became a classic and turned Anthony into one of the most popular saintsin
history. The story isfilled with drama, struggle, ghosts, sexual temptations, deserts,
Satan, demons. But it also talks of triumph, love and miracles, above dl with the
presence and healing of Christ.

Why isthelife of Saint Anthony so important, even now? Because it embraces all
the stages of the Christian journey, the journey of “conversion of heart”, that each
one of us must make.

The book by Athanasiusis still in print. But we can be forgiven for not having read
it! It is not written in our contemporary language or style. But there isamodern ver-
sion available. Father Thomas Keating has summarized Anthony’ s life using today’ s
English (perhaps | should say American!) in hisbook “INVITATION TO LOVE'.
Once you have picked it up you will find it hard to set aside!

It is an amazing piece of re-writing that is set to engage you from start to finish. It
not only engages, it also enlightens. It covers about seven pages. But what pages!

Thomas Keating was born in New York in 1923. In his early twenties he joined the
Cistercians, often known also as Trappists from the French monastery, La Trap,
where the Cistercian reform of the Benedictine way of life took root. For twenty
years he served as Abbot of St Joseph’s Abbey, Spencer Monastery in Massachu-
setts, which is known for many good things, including the delicious “ Trappist” jam
that is made there, which one can buy at Mepkin —and also at Piggly Wiggly.

Fr Keating now lives at St Benedict’' s Abbey, Snowmass, in Colorado. Heis afoun-
der member of the Centering Prayer Movement, and of Contemplative Outreach,
now spread all over the world. Many consider him to be among the greatest living
spiritual teachersintoday’s Church. Two or three years ago he came to give a week-
end Workshop on Centering Prayer in Mount Pleasant, at Christ our King Church. |
was privileged to meet him then and to have a meal with him one evening. He made
aprofound impression on me.

Centering Prayer is an effort to renew the Christian tradition of contemplative prayer.
It is an attempt to present that tradition in a modern form.

Contemplative prayer is not a special gift for special people. And it is certainly not a
charismatic gift. It isagrace that God offers you and me, to lead us beyond “saying
prayers’ to a much deeper experience of God's love and healing. Centering Prayer
can lead to this experience.

It can bring about atransformation that can touch all our relationships, in friendships,
in marriage, and in community. It positively changes our attitude to our world, and
to issues of justice and peace! It can aso heal the emotional, sexua and psychol ogi-
cal wounds of alifetime. That iswhy Father Keating calls Christ the “Divine Thera-
pist”. Some of us are in urgent need of thistherapy.

Sooner or later we must all enter a“school of prayer”. But we need to begin some-
where. An excellent place to begin is with Father Keating' s books. And he has writ-
ten many. “OPEN MIND, OPEN HEART” ishisclassic, but you will be well ad-
vised to read aso his seven pages on Saint Anthony in “INVITATION TO LOVE”.
Why not buy them? The parish also has some video tapes by Father Keating which |
will happily lend you — if you promise to return them!

Father Keating' s writings and teachings have transformed many lives. Heisatrue
Spiritual Father. You will certainly bless God for the gifts he has given to this great
American Trappist monk.
