 A Message from Father  Paul 

 

On the surface we seem to cope.  We look reasonably normal.  We are not too crazy.  
We manage a smile, a joke, a laugh. But for some of us the reality is very different.  
And we know it. 
 

Some of us, when taking an honest look at our lives, can have feelings of sadness, 
failure, or even of quiet despair.  We keep a lot hidden. 
 

For us, the Church comes with a message of great hope and encouragement. 
 

Hope for those of us who look at our personal lives, our relationships, our marriage, 
our family, and do not like what we see. 
 

Hope for those of us who look at our moral and sexual lives, and feel confused and 
uneasy, or condemned and guilty. 
 

Hope for those of us who look at our desires, our inclinations, our disordered fanta-
sies, our temptations, and do not like what we find. 
 

And the Church has a message of hope for those of us who are afraid to look, afraid 
of what we might find, afraid of skeletons in the closet. 
 

Hope for those who prefer to be ignorant of their true motives for acting, and who 
prefer to stay in the darkness rather than come out into the light. 
 

This message of hope is centered on a person. 
 

This person entered total desolation, but found there the seed of new life. This person 
died the death of sadness and loneliness, of failure and despair, his heart broken, but 
passed over to new life: Resurrection. This person is Jesus Christ.  Jesus Christ cruci-
fied.  Dead. Buried. Risen. 
 

We too can expect to have the same experience.  We too can make this same Pass-
over.  We can share in the victory of our Lord Jesus Christ over sin and death. We do 
not have to go on living in sadness, in hopelessness; we do not have to go on living 
in quiet despair.  Our lives can be changed. 
 

Do not believe the lie that says today will be like yesterday, and that tomorrow will 
be like today.  Do not feed on this lie. 
 

How can our lives be changed?  Where can we receive hope? 
On our Lenten journey. 
 

On this Lenten journey there is help for those of us who feel trapped in our failures, 
and locked in our sins and sufferings. On this great Lenten journey to the great night 
of Passover – the Sacred Triduum from April 13th to 16th – more than anything else 
we need to LISTEN to the word of God.  Really listen.  We need to let the Word of 
God speak to our hearts and to enlighten our lives.  This Word of God can change us, 
precisely because it is God’s Word.  And God has power. 
 

Open your ears at Mass on these days of preparation; open your ears at the beginning 
of every meeting in the parish when the Gospel is prayerfully read to us for our re-
flection.  Do not let that meditative moment pass you by as just one more thing that 
you feel you need to suffer. Listen carefully, and make the very best of the opportu-
nity you have at the start of every F.I.R.E. group meeting when God speaks to you 
and the group through his Word.  God is speaking to you – if you will only listen! 
 

Listen when we celebrate the Scrutinies with our Catechumens and Candidates in 
these Sundays of Lent. 
 

And listen carefully when we come together as a parish family for our Lenten cele-
bration of God’s Word at our service of Penance and Reconciliation this week.  His 
Word is not one of judgment.  His Word will be one of gentle encouragement and 
love of you and me, sinners that we are!  Be sure to be there – Wednesday, 29th 
March, 7:00 p.m. at the Franke Home Chapel to hear that Word, and to find the cour-
age to cast our burdens on the Lord for his forgiveness and reconciliation. There will 
be a number of local priests to hear your confession. 
 

Be there as we encourage one another, and especially those - old and young - who 
will be receiving this reconciliation for the first time, that they too may hear the gen-
tle voice of their heavenly Father whisper in their ear, “ I love you, my special one:  I 
love you, and want you to let me enfold you in my loving arms.”

If age or 
circumstance prevents you from receiv-
ing sacramental Communion, you are 
still invited to approach the altar for a 
blessing.  Please indicate this to the 
Eucharistic Minister by placing your 
arms across your chest.  The Eucharist 
is offered under both species.  After 
bowing reverently and receiving the 
sacred host, you are invited to take a sip 
from the cup.
