A Message from Father Paul
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With the coming of November, autumn seems to have really arrived, and the year is
gracefully grinding to a halt. The liturgical year isabit out of line with the calendar year
in that it comes to an end a month early with the feast of Christ the King on Sunday 26™
November. The new liturgical year begins with the first Sunday of Advent on 3 Decem-
ber.

In line with the season, the readings at Mass take on a somber tone, focusing our atten-
tion on the end times, when the world as we know it will pass away, and God will be al
inal. Theliturgy also invites usto reflect on our own end times which will surely come,
and which it behooves us to prepare for well. It isthe only thing in life of which we can
be absolutely certain. We will all have to meet our maker sooner or later.

In keeping with the liturgical and natural feel of this month of November, we are al'so
encouraged to pray especially for al soulsthat have lived and died and are still awaiting
their eternal reward. We commemorated all these on Thursday last week on All Souls
Day. In many countries the local culture and Church practice dictate a great deal of activ-
ity on All Souls Day around the graves of departed relatives and friends, who need to be
prayed into heaven. In the immemorial tradition of the Church, this activity and prayer
goes on throughout the month of November. And not just for our own relatives and
friends, but for al the holy souls— especialy those who have nobody to pray for them.

This practiceis aive and well even in our Church of Charleston, where on one Sunday
during November each year there is a service of Rosary and Benediction at each of the
major cemeteries in Charleston. Y ou may wish to attend one or more of these. Y ou need
to look in the Catholic Miscellany for the details of time and place.

Sacred Scripturetells usin the Book of Maccabees that it is a good and wholesome thing
for usto pray for the dead. | commend the practice to you especialy during the month of
November. One day you too will need some other holy soul, still alive, to pray for your
departed spirit!

One wonderful way in which we might consider praying for our dear ones, or for the
Holy Soulsin genera, isto ask for Mass to be offered for them. The practice of having
Masses said for special intentions, for the living and particularly for the dead, is an an-
cient one.

Today, the Church still encourages the faithful to arrange for masses to be celebrated for
their intentions. They are encouraged to make an offering appropriate to their means, in
that way uniting their self sacrifice, expressed in monetary terms, with Christ’s offering

of hislife on the Cross. Thiswe commemorate in a specia way at every Mass.

Some comments that may be helpful.

1. TheMassisbeyond price. You cannot buy a Mass. Y ou can only associate your
monetary offering with that of the Lord in the action of the Mass.

2. Thereistherefore no tariff for aMassto be said. The offering isafree-will offering
and the level of the offering is entirely up to the donor.

3. Itiscustomary to make a monetary offering — a stipend - when asking to have a
Mass celebrated for one’ sintentions. Except on very rare occasions — Christmas
Day - the priest is allowed to accept only one stipend for his personal use regardless
of the number of Masses he is required to celebrate for the faithful on that day. In
theory, heis supposed to be able to live for that day from the one offering! Perhaps
thisisthe best guideline for those who ask for guidance as to the amount they should
give.

4. On Sundays the parish priest is bound to offer one Mass for the intentions of all the
parishioners. In our parish the Sunday 9.30 Mass is always offered for your inten-
tions. Only on very rare occasionsis that intention transferred to the Vigil Mass.

5. Other than on Sunday mornings, | am always happy to earmark one of the weekday
Masses, or even the Saturday Vigil Mass, for your intentions. Just call and ask me
and we will fix a date when, hopefully, you may be free to attend the Mass yourself.

6. Itisagreatjoy and privilege for meto be able to offer Mass for your intentions, and
thus to share in this specia way in your own joys and sorrows as together we lift
them up to the Lord.

If age or
circumstance prevents you from receiv-
ing sacramental Communion, you are
still invited to approach the altar for a
blessing. Please indicate thisto the
Eucharistic Minister by placing your
arms across your chest. The Eucharist
is offered under both species. After
bowing reverently and receiving the
sacred host, you are invited to take asip
from the cup.

A book of remembrance is located by
the church door. Y ou are welcome to
inscribe the names of the sick, the
dead, and your special intentions.
These are remembered in prayer and
carried to the altar with the offerings
on Sunday.
