 A Message from Father  Paul 
 

The times they are a-changing.  Mr. Tambourine man.  O Precious Angel.  Subterranean 
Homesick Blues.  Blowing in the wind…. These are among the many works of the 
American poet, singer and songwriter, Robert Allen Zimmerman, better known as Bob 
Dylan. 
 

Born into a Jewish family in 1941, he became a convert to evangelical Christianity, only 
to revert to Judaism in the 1980s. 
 

One of his best songs is about failure in love: “Desolation Row”.  Bob Dylan only sings 
about it.  Some of us actually live there. 
 

“Desolation Row” is the address of all those of us whose lives are touched by failure, 
disappointment, unhappiness, loneliness, despair. 
 

On the surface, perhaps, we seem to cope. We look reasonably normal.  We are not too 
crazy! We manage a smile, a joke.  But sometimes our reality is very different indeed.  
And we know it. 
 

The Church has a word of hope for those who live on “Desolation Row”; all those who 
look at their personal lives, their relationships, their marriage, their family –and are not 
happy with what they see. 
 

And a word of hope for those who look at their moral life, their sexual life, and feel un-
comfortable, confused, or even guilty and condemned. 
 

And a word of hope for those who, knowing their darkest desires and inclinations, their 
urges and temptations, don’ t like what they know. 
 

And a word of hope, too, for those of us who are too afraid to look; all those who prefer 
to stay ignorant of their true motives; all those who prefer the pains of darkness to the 
pains of coming into the light. 
 

This word of hope is centered on a person.  A person who experienced total failure, com-
plete emptiness and utter darkness; a person who was crucified on “Desolation Row”, but 
found there the seed of a new and different life. 
 

A person who entered suffering and death, but passed over to a totally new existence…
crucified, dead and buried… 
 

But who rose again…on the third day…Our Lord, Jesus Christ, King!  King over death 
and life.  King over suffering and desolation.  King of love. 
 

We too can share this experience.  We too can have a part in this “Passover” , and we too 
can begin to live with a new and different life. 
 

This is what the Church announces and proclaims on this feast of Christ the King: 
the joy of Christmas! 
the light of Epiphany! 
the rejoicing of Palm Sunday! 
the love of Holy Thursday! 
the sacrifice of Good Friday! 
the victory of Easter! 
the hope of the Ascension! 
the wonder of Pentecost! 
the gift of Corpus Christi! 
and the mercy of the Sacred Heart! 
 

This is the Good News for all of us who feel trapped in our failures, locked in our suffer-
ings, fixed in our fears and sins. This announcement, this promise, comes to us this Sun-
day, and indeed every Sunday, as we celebrate the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass, the Pass-
over of Our Lord, Jesus Christ - our risen King. 
 

The immense graces of all the feasts are brought together on this Sunday as we keep the 
feast of Christ the Universal King.  Today we survey the wondrous cross, we look with 
love and hope upon our crucified Lord, our Shepherd King, reigning from his throne of 
love, from the tree of life, from the wood of the cross that saves the world. 
 

Receive this promise again today!  Believe this word! Trust! Have faith! “Desolation 
Row” need not be your permanent address.

If age or 
circumstance prevents you from receiv-
ing sacramental Communion, you are 
still invited to approach the altar for a 
blessing.  Please indicate this to the 
Eucharistic Minister by placing your 
arms across your chest.  The Eucharist 
is offered under both species.  After 
bowing reverently and receiving the 
sacred host, you are invited to take a sip 
from the cup.
