 A Message from Father  Paul 

 

Last Sunday we were privileged to celebrate the christening of young Nathan Robert Van 
Meir and the handing over of the Light of Faith to previously baptized young Rachel Alexis 
Sumoski.  And a wonderful time we all had of it!  Such initiations of people on their journey 
of faith are truly worth celebrating by the whole parish.  Quite apart from the children them-
selves, we celebrate that we, the community have been chosen by God to provide the back-
ground against which his precious youngsters will grow and flourish in faith.  We are also the 
ones on whom the parents of these children will rely for help and support in their demanding 
task as Christian parents. 
 

Whenever we have a christening, the question of a name – a Christian name – comes up. This 
is often a source of great debate. The Church puts it before us that if we are celebrating the 
Christian rite of baptism – Christening – the consecration of a child to Christ - then it is ap-
propriate that the name given to it be Christian also.  This has been the age-old tradition in the 
Christian community throughout the world, as witness the vast numbers of people who are 
called Mary, Peter, Paul, Philippa, William, Teresa, George, Josephine, or after any number 
of other Old Testament or Christian martyrs and saints. It may be that the name chosen is in a 
local dialect, such as Sean which is one Irish form of the name, John. Or it may be a fore-
shortening of a Saint’s name, as in the case of young Nathan whom we have just christened. 
He could have been named after the apostle, Nathanial, sometimes also known as Bartholo-
mew, of whom the Lord said “ there goes a man incapable of deceit!”  Not a bad person to be 
named after!  But he might also have been named after the prophet, Nathan, a powerful Old 
Testament messenger of the Lord, and also a great role model for young Nathan. It is up to 
the parents to decide. 
 

Many will say that they never gave a thought to the significance of the name they chose for 
their child to carry and make sense of for the rest of life.  They sometimes choose to call him 
Edward, or whatever, because their father and grandfather were called by that name.  This is 
all well and good, but somewhere along the line there was a first Edward in the family, pre-
sumably named after the saint of that name. 
 

Others give their children the name of the latest megastar on the screen or on the football 
field. Megastars come and go - very rapidly in most cases – but your child will be stuck with 
the name for ever! I wonder how many fifty year old “Elvises”  are still around. 
 

Yet others just make up names because they think they sound pretty.  I only hope that the 
children who are to be saddled with them also think they sound pretty, and that they will still 
sound pretty when they are old and no longer know what to do with themselves, let alone 
their names! 
 

“What’s in a name?”  some people question.  “A very great deal”  is the answer.  I learned a 
very salutary lesson form the parishioners when it came to the naming of the parish.  When 
we started our parish community, it was officially known as the “East Cooper Catholic Com-
munity” .  I did not invent the name. It was a given, and it was good enough for me.  It seemed 
to clearly identify what and where we were.  But that did not cut it for most of the parishion-
ers.  They wanted a “proper”  name.  So we had a “process” ! All parishioners were invited to 
submit in writing their suggestion of a parish name – a saint, or a mystery like “The Visita-
tion” , or whatever.  They had to make the case for the appropriateness of the name in writing, 
showing how that Saint’s life or the chosen mystery was a practical embodiment of our parish 
Mission Statement.  Twenty proposals were submitted and published, one per week, in the 
bulletin. Then we voted on which we should propose to the Bishop.  I was supposed to give 
three suggestions in order of preference, but I was so impressed by all the prayer and thinking 
that had gone into all twenty, and into the process as a whole, that I submitted them all for the 
Bishop to see. 
 

The Bishop promptly concurred with our first choice, and that is how we came to be called 
“St. Benedict Catholic Church” .  The effect of getting a “proper”  name was electrifying. St. 
Benedict was and is a true model for us.  His thinking has shaped the spiritual outlook of the 
parish, our emphasis on liturgy and hospitality, our striving for moderation and balance in 
life, and our non judgmental, loving inclusiveness. 
 

As with the parish, so also with each of our parishioners!  We need to think very carefully 
about what we call our babies, and indeed why we ourselves are who we are called.  We need 
to ask ourselves: what models do we wish for our youngsters? Their patrons need to be those 
who will inspire respect and true devotion over a lifetime.  We do not worship the saints any 
more than we worship family members, but we do ask their intercession with the Lord, we 
ask them in a special way to walk with us– to be our friend for the journey of faith. 
 

Is it essential to have a devotion to one’s patron saint? No, but they are a gift to us, and it is 
my experience that they are worth cultivating. I can do with all the help I can get, all the in-
spiration I can garner, and all the spiritual as well as human friends I can amass for my jour-
ney through life, to death, and into the new life of heaven. On Wednesday, this week, we 
celebrate the feast of All Saints.  It is a Holy Day. They are a huge resource for us.
