“Christ is risen, truly risen, FOR US!”  
 

It is not enough to say: “Christ is risen!”  
It is not enough to say “Christ is truly risen!”  

Or even to say “Christ is truly risen, Alleluia!”  
The Easter Church proclaims something more wonderful by far: 

“Christ is risen, truly risen, FOR US!”  
 

Yes he is risen for you and for me!  This is the Easter faith of the Church. 
This is why we are “Easter People”  and Alleluia is our song! 

Alleluia! Alleluia! Alleluia! 
 

This is the cause of our joy.  Passover joy.  This is why the Easter Alleluias echo all 
over the world. He is risen! risen for us! Now the fifty days of rejoicing begin. 
 

It is like a honeymoon, because these fifty days are the overflow of the great Easter 
Vigil when heaven was wedded to the earth. Fifty days! - a “week of weeks” ! – that 
takes us to Pentecost, the completion of the Pascal feast on May 27th. 
 

It is my hope and prayer that during these fifty days each one of us will experience, 
more and more, God’s power to “easter in us” , to touch our hearts, to transform our 
lives, to give us new hope - to recreate us. 
 

Some of us have lived with the same sins, the same slaveries, the same problems, the 
same sufferings, for so long that we have normalized them, settled down with them, 
believing that change is impossible. 
 

The risen Christ comes to destroy this lie.  He comes to crush the head of this poison-
ous serpent! 
 

Christ who rose from the cold dark tomb, can raise us too.  His power can change our 
lives. “Have faith” , the Church says, “have Easter faith” .  Believe that you can share 
Christ’s victory over sin and death, over suffering and despair, over everything that 
threatens to destroy us. 

 

His new life can live in us. He can set us free! 
Free from the compulsion of sin. 
Free from the tomb of despair. 
Free from the slavery of guilt. 
Free from the hell of remorse. 
Free from the shroud of shame. 
Free from the grave of failure. 

 

He can take out our heart of stone and give us a heart of flesh. 
A heart that can love and forgive. 

A heart that can believe and rejoice. 
A heart that can hope and hope again. 

 

This is the Gospel of the Lord! The “Good News” !

Jesus 
invites all people of faith and good will 
to accept him into their hearts.  If age or 
circumstance prevents you from receiv-
ing sacramental Communion, you are 
still invited to approach the altar for a 
blessing.  Please indicate this to the 
Eucharistic Minister by placing your 
arms across your chest.  The Eucharist 
is offered under both species.  After 
bowing reverently and receiving the 
sacred host, you are invited to take a sip 
from the cup.
