
 SECOND SUNDAY OF EASTER 
 APRIL 15, 2007                           
 A Message from Father  Paul 
 

We have been celebrating a week of Easter – a week of Sundays - the feast of feasts! And 
now we come to the second Sunday in Eastertide. 
 
This Sunday has many names. It is the “Octave Day of Easter” , or “Dominica in Albis”  – 
Latin for White Sunday: a reference to the white garments given to the Catechumens at their 
Baptism at the Easter Vigil, and worn by them for the entire Octave in days of old! Pope John 
Paul II gave it the title “Divine Mercy Sunday”  celebrating the confidence with which as 
“Easter people”  we can deal with all the problems and issues that face us in this world.  It is 
referred to as “Quasi Modo Sunday”  from the first two words of the Latin entry chant for the 
Mass on this day – not very helpful to us nowadays. And most unhelpful of all is the title 
“Low Sunday” . Last Sunday we were on a high, and this Sunday we are on a low. NO! There 
is nothing low about this Sunday at all! Low here is not in contrast to high. It is simply a 
word coming from the German meaning “Last” - the last day of the Easter Octave. 
 
In fact, this Sunday is very much another “high”  in our cycle of celebration.  We are having a 
preview of the feast of Pentecost that is to come.  This weekend we welcome our Bishop 
Robert to preside at our Sunday Mass, and present to him the young men and women, who 
have been preparing since September last year, to be confirmed in the Holy Spirit.  They are 
to be confirmed in the Spirit we all received at our Baptism, making their own the wonderful 
gifts of that Spirit.  It is a great day for our youngsters and a great day for us all in the parish 
family. 
 
These gifts are not just given to us that we may feel good within ourselves.  I hope you do 
feel good, but the gifts are given us to enable us to face outwards and to exercise our mission, 
our ministry, in the Church and in our society.  That is why everyone of confirmation age and 
over in this parish has a ministry!  And we are proud of it.  Our Confirmands are joining our 
parish team of ministers!  It is good to have them on board. 
 
We are truly blessed to have fine ministries in the community, and wonderfully self-giving 
parishioners at their head to co-ordinate the work, and to enable others to find their own prac-
tical niche for their personal ministry, within the overall picture. I take this opportunity to 
highlight one of them today. 
 
For the past five years our Outreach Ministry has really taken off under the devoted and ener-
getic leadership of Joe Mueller.  It was Joe who spearheaded our push to establish a vibrant 
Chapter of the St Vincent de Paul Society in the parish, a dedicated group of parishioners who 
give of their time and expertise to work with the poor in our immediate neighborhood.  They 
man a telephone hot-line, they visit needy people in their homes, assess each situation to see 
how we are best able to help, and over the past year alone they have collected and distributed 
over $70,000.00, a good deal of it from our parish tithing account, in small increments to poor 
and destitute families living on our doorsteps.  In this work it is not just the money we may be 
able to supply that matters, but also, and perhaps especially, the way in which we reach out as 
Christians – other Christs – to those most in need of him, regardless of their religious affilia-
tion, or the lack of it. 
 
On his watch, the St. Vincent de Paul group has now also diversified and given rise to the 
ministry that collects and provides furniture to those in need of the most fundamental items 
that go into turning a room or two into a home for some person.  The latest ministry, newly 
off the ground, is that of making small home repairs, providing ramps to their doors where 
needed, and ensuring that they are safe to live in.  A wonderful work! 
 
Joe has also been assiduous in networking with other relief services in the field, working with 
Meals on Wheels, ECCO, and the county social services, to name but a few. There is more 
than enough work for us all to do, but it is important that together we make the best use of the 
resources we have to hand. 
 
Joe has been a true councilor on the parish council.  His contributions, and there were many, 
were always carefully thought out and presented in a gentle yet strong and thought-provoking 
way. When Joe speaks we are left in no doubt as to where he stands on any given matter.  I 
think he enjoyed being “ the gad-fly in my ointment”  as it were, but his support is always 
there when it comes to it, and one has the real feeling that his “ interventions”  were those of a 
deeply prayerful man. 
 
Over a year ago, Joe asked me to think of a replacement for him as coordinator of Outreach, 
to enable him to be more involved in a hands-on way with the repairs and home improvement 
ministry.  It has taken a long time to find the person to step into Joe’s enormous shoes, but we 
have found him in the person of Bill Meyer.  Bill, a retired engineer and a relative new-comer 
to the parish, comes to us with some important previous experience in supporting the outreach 
program of the Franciscan sisters in Beaufort.  He is also good with figures (a member of our 
Finance Committee) and no slouch at Grant-writing! He has already proved himself to be a 
valuable asset on the Parish Council.  As we say thanks to Joe, we wish both well in their new 
undertakings!

If age or 
circumstance prevents you from receiv-
ing sacramental Communion, you are 
still invited to approach the altar for a 
blessing.  Please indicate this to the 
Eucharistic Minister by placing your 
arms across your chest.  The Eucharist 
is offered under both species.  After 
bowing reverently and receiving the 
sacred host, you are invited to take a sip 
from the cup. 
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A book of remembrance is located by 
the church door. You are welcome to 

inscribe the names of the sick, the 
dead, and your special intentions.  

These are remembered in prayer and 
carried to the altar with the offerings 

on Sunday.
