 A Message from Father  Paul 

 

The concept of “Jubilee”  is almost as old as the hills. It was certainly an important feature of 
ancient Jewish life. In Old Testament times, there was provision for a Jubilee year every 
seven years! Now we have Jubilee years - or “Holy Years”  - every twenty five years, unless a 
Pope decides to proclaim one in between times. Our present day Jubilee celebrations follow 
in a long and well worn tradition. 
 

Jubilees are times of rejoicing. There seems to be no problem about our rejoicing. On every 
possible occasion Christians rejoice and at St. Benedict we are good at that! I thank God for 
that gift. Jubilees are times of thanksgiving. They are also times of forgiveness, and times for 
new beginnings. I hope that all these aspects of Jubilee will find a place and set the tone in 
our celebration. 
 

There is so much to be thankful for. I believe myself to have been called by God, and guided 
by him along ways that, on my own, I would never have dreamed of. Like Mary, I have dis-
covered that God has done great things in me - and holy is his name! It is both humbling and 
also thrilling to see how God works to challenge us to rise above our personal weaknesses 
and insecurity, to do great things in him. What a privilege to be thus called to do his work! I 
thank God for all that. 
 

I give thanks to you and all those who have joined me in this celebration. Down the years, 
you have stood by me, challenged me, and supported me in the good times and the not so 
good times of life. I give thanks for those who have pointed the way forward when the road 
was murky and unclear. I am deeply grateful for your friendship, your tolerance, your support 
and especially your caring prayers. 
 

And so this is a jubilee for us all! 
 

The Old Testament concept of Jubilee years included the forgiveness of all debts and all per-
ceived wrongs. I know that in my ministry during the past forty years, I have made mistakes - 
big ones and little ones - and have knowingly or unknowingly offended or disappointed those 
who had hoped for better from me. Today, in the spirit of true Jubilee, I ask their pardon and 
indulgence, and the opportunity for healing to take place. 
 

And we move on! Each day is a new beginning. God has plans for me - for us - and our min-
istry, today. My experience tells me that his plans are never what I expect, or ask for. That is 
not likely to change, but it is exciting! By God’s grace, we grow and change as we move for-
ward to do his will wherever that may take us. We need only to pray to always be faithful to 
his call, and trustingly ready for his work. Let us be constant hi prayer for each other as we 
hear and answer our individual call. For some of us this will be a call to priesthood or the life 
of a religious brother or sister in the Church. If that be your calling, as it is mine, may God be 
praised!

Communion Procedure   
The principles guiding the distribution 
of Communion in the Catholic Church 
are clearly outlined on the front inside 
cover of the Parish Hymn book. Jesus 
invites all people of faith and good will 
to accept him into their hearts.  If age or 
circumstance prevents you from receiv-
ing sacramental Communion, you are 
still invited to approach the altar for a 
blessing.  Please indicate this to the 
Eucharistic Minister by placing your 
arms across your chest.  The Eucharist 
is offered under both species.  After 
bowing reverently and receiving the 
sacred host, you are invited to take a sip 
from the cup. 
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A book of remembrance is located by 
the church door. You are welcome to 

inscribe the names of the sick, the 
dead, and your special intentions.  

These are remembered in prayer and 
carried to the altar with the offerings 

on Sunday. 

As a parish we are blessed to be able to celebrate Father Paul’s forty years of priestly service.  
Along with his accomplishments and dedication to his vocation, we are celebrating what God 
has done for us through Father Paul’s presence in our community.  Over the last seven years, 
our community has grown under his leadership to be who we are today.  The character of our 
community has been nurtured by Father Paul’s dedication to prayer, spiritual formation and 
reverent participation in the sacraments.  He constantly challenges us, at every stage of our 
lives, to examine our spirituality and develop a closer relationship with God.  He has formed 
our consciences around stewardship of our gifts and responsibility for our own spiritual 
growth.  The fruits of this challenge can be seen in the vitality of our FIRE catechetical pro-
gram, our outstanding volunteerism and outreach, our sense of community and our genuine 
hospitality.  
 

God has blessed us 
through Father Paul’s emphasis on our planning process, his willingness to involve the laity 
in all aspects of parish life and his patience in development of lay leaders.  He is also very 
adept at asking anyone to do anything!   
 

While Father Paul has very high expectations for us as a parish, he is quick to point out the 
gifts we receive in our “messiness.”   And his sense of humor is a gift as well!  With a deep 
sense of appreciation, we congratulate Father Paul on this special occasion.  We also give 
thanks to God in his goodness for all he has done for our parish through Father Paul’s incom-
parable and loving service to us.
