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A Message from Father Paul
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This weekend marks the anniversary of agiant step in our exploration of outer
space. Saturday 21% July, thirty-eight years ago, in 1969, Apollo 11 landed on
the moon, and Neil Armstrong became the first man to set foot on it.

Some of us can recall those first incredible pictures beamed back from the
moon’s surface. And those even more incredible pictures of our planet earth,
seen from over 270,000 miles away.

Two other astronauts made that historic journey from Cape Kennedy, and
joined in that lunar walk. They were Michael Collins and Edwin “Buzz’
Aldrin.

Buzz Aldrin was adevout Christian, a member of the Episcopal Communion.
He took with him into the space craft, consecrated bread and wine. On the
journey to the moon he was able to take Holy Communion — the first person
to receive a sacrament in outer space!

Some years later, Buzz Aldrin wrote abook — a very honest book. In this
book he described the trauma he experienced when he came back to earth and
tried to lead anormal life again.

His problems were serious: conflicts with hiswife and children; sexua diffi-
culties; depression; loneliness; anxiety and fear.

Psychiatrists helped him to uncover the root of his sufferings. They were
caused by deep feelings of aienation that he experienced in the space craft —
feelings of being cut off from the earth.

And then there were the even deeper feelings of alienation he experienced in
his space suit — feelings of being totally cut off from other people.

This, they assured him, was the cause of all his trauma.

Some of us, who have never been in a space craft, never worn a space sulit,
and never been anywhere near the moon, also know this trauma.

Feelings of alienation, isolation, and loneliness cometo us all.

Some people live enclosed in alove-proof space suit —in aworld al of their
own, entirely cut off from others.

Itislike being in abubble of fear, or acircle of death.

Those who reach out to them in love or friendship come up against this circle,
this barrier - and they cannot enter.

We can feel isolated in our marriage: alienated from family and friends; and
cut off from the people we live with or work with.

Some people fed totally separated from the Church; or from the community —
or even from God himself.

But every week at our Sunday Mass, the Word of God comesto call us out of
our alienation, our bubble of fear, our circle of death; out of our isolation or
the loneliness we may experience.

In today’ s Mass, may we have experienced the feeling of being set free, with
all our barriers destroyed, and through it may we find again and be strength-
ened once more in our communion with God and with one another.
