HOLY TRINITY SUNDAY

JUNE 3, 2007
A Message from Father Paul
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Preaching in Paris some years ago, Pope John Paul 11 spoke of the men and
women who had influenced hislife. Heincluded among them a young French
girl by the name of Elizabeth Catez.

Born in 1880, the daughter of an army officer, Elizabeth was alively child,
stubborn and given to tantrums and terrible outbursts of temper.

In her teens she became afine pianist: she enjoyed climbing, was very keen
on tennis, adored dancing, and was a great party goer.

In August 1901, shewas just 21 years old, and to the disappointment of quite
afew young men, she entered the enclosed Carmelite Convent in Dijon. She
received the habit, took her vows, and became Sister Elizabeth of the Trinity.

In the convent she developed alife of intense prayer. She received many ex-
traordinary insights about the love of the Holy Trinity. It was her writings on
prayer and the Holy Trinity which had such a profound influence on Pope
John Paul when he was a young priest in Poland.

“Think of your soul asthe Temple of God” shewrote. “The three divine Per-
sons are dwelling there. The Godhead isliving in your heart — once we be-
lieve that, then we know that we are never, never alone.”

The assurance that we are never alone has given courage to so many people as
they have faced the sufferings and wounds of life.

Sister Elizabeth of the Trinity needed this courage too. Five years after enter-
ing the Carmelite convent she contracted Addisons Disease. At that time Ad-
disons Disease was incurable. There was no hope for her.

It attacked her stomach. It horribly discolored her skin. Her appearance
shocked people. She became little more than a skeleton.

In November 1906, she died. She was only twenty six years old.
In November 1984, seventy eight years later, Pope John Paul beatified her.

Elizabeth tells us that today’ s feast of the Holy Trinity is not about some ob-
scure mystery, totally beyond our human understanding. No! But it is about
apromise and an assurance from the heart of God, a promise and assurance
that we are never, never alone.

This promise gives hope and peace to those of us who often fedl isolated in
our sufferings, alienated and alone in our pain or despair.

This assurance comes to help those of us who often have fears about our fu-
ture, our vocation, our marriage, our children, our relationships, fears about
our sanity, our sexuality, our health, our old age, our death.

This promise and assurance is the gift of today’ s feast! Thanks be to God the
Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.
