
 HOLY BODY &  BLOOD OF CHRIST 
 JUNE 10, 2007                           
 A Message from Father  Paul 
 

Today, the feast of the Body and Blood of Christ, we celebrate the principal way in which 
Christ enters our lives in love, to feed us, and transform us and mould us into his image.  We 
give thanks for this action of our God when we come together as a community to celebrate 
the Eucharist every Sunday and on the Holy Days of the Church. 
 

Through the Eucharist and the gift of the Holy Spirit we become the chosen temples of God, 
the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, who, as St John tells us, come to make their home in us! 
You and I are chosen and are carefully crafted Temples of God! God is really present within 
us! 
 

We go to Mass each week, not because God needs it. Not as a weekly chore to keep God 
happy. We go because we need it – because we want to give God thanks for his goodness in 
our lives throughout the week.  It is the central activity of Sunday which gives meaning and 
shape to all we do both before and after Mass.  We go dressed in our “Sunday best” , and 
don’ t just aim to fit Mass in somewhere, with the shortest sermon in town, so as to be free to 
give maximum time to worshiping the sun god on the beach! 
 

At Mass, we begin by acknowledging our neediness, and especially our need to be changed 
and made righteous by God’s saving power.  With the angels and saints, we praise God for 
his presence in our lives in the “Gloria” . 
 

We sit to listen to God speaking to us in Sacred Scripture and the Homily. We believe that 
God is EQUALLY PRESENT in the Liturgy of the Word and in Holy Communion. Our sit-
ting posture should indicate to ourselves as well as to others, that we are about to receive 
God’s Word, that we are attentive, expecting to hear something important.  How we sit has a 
direct effect on what we are open to hear. If you are looking for entertainment at this point, 
you have come to the wrong show. God is deadly serious about what he has to tell us.  There 
is ALWAYS an individual message for each of us in the Liturgy of the Word.  We need to 
hear it and to tussle with it until the message emerges.  This is work – not relaxation! It may 
not come immediately – it may take days! 
 

Our “Profession of Faith”  and our “Prayer of the Faithful”  are our response to what we have 
heard in the Liturgy of the Word.  The long pause after each intention is for each of us to for-
mulate our own prayer around the suggested intention. The intentions are deliberately general 
and all inclusive. 
 

As we focus our attention toward the altar, we offer up all that we are and have under the 
symbols of bread and wine, and the monetary collection. These are accepted, and blessed. 
The bread is broken and the wine is poured out, as Christ did for us and commanded us to do, 
as we say the great prayer of thanksgiving – the Canon of the Mass. At this time our gifts – 
and the gift of ourselves that they symbolize - are changed into the expression of God himself 
– Christ is totally present in the bread and wine, and in ourselves also when he hands our 
transformed gifts back to us in Holy Communion. 
 

The ritual of the Mass has a dynamic that speaks to us of what we are about.  In days of old, 
the faithful approached the Communion rail and received communion kneeling. No more 
now.  In today’s liturgy we come to the altar in procession, joyfully singing as we journey 
together.  Life for us all is one long journey, through death and resurrection with Christ, to 
eternal life with the Godhead.  We are on the move – joyfully on the move.  And Christ gives 
us himself as food for the journey. 
 

Before we receive the sacred host or drink from the cup we bow reverently, head and shoul-
ders, and reply, loud and clear, our “Amen”  to the minister’s proclamation “ the Body of 
Christ” , “The Blood of Christ” . This is not a private devotional act.  By that “Amen”  we are 
affirming, in line with all the other communicants on the journey, that we hold and believe 
what we are receiving, and also all that the Church – the Body of Christ – holds and teaches 
as guidelines for our journey. This “Amen”  is our personal act of commitment to our faith.  
That is why we say it in a loud voice for all to hear, so that they too may be encouraged by 
our action. 
 

We hold out our hands, one cupped over the other, to form a throne for the Lord as he comes 
to us.  Please see they are washed, (with all traces of telephone numbers and Friday’s home-
work removed from them!) and clear of any overlapping cuffs of shirts, blouses or sweaters. 
 

We pass rapidly, after a brief prayer, to the Dismissal of the community so that, true temples 
that we are, we can all go out to spread and share the Christ within us, the Christ that we per-
sonify, among all those whom we meet on the journey. 
 

Rejoice with me in this great gift, this great calling!

Communion Procedure   
The principles guiding the distribution 
of Communion in the Catholic Church 
are clearly outlined on the front inside 
cover of the Parish Hymn book. Jesus 
invites all people of faith and good will 
to accept him into their hearts.  If age or 
circumstance prevents you from receiv-
ing sacramental Communion, you are 
still invited to approach the altar for a 
blessing.  Please indicate this to the 
Eucharistic Minister by placing your 
arms across your chest.  The Eucharist 
is offered under both species.  After 
bowing reverently and receiving the 
sacred host, you are invited to take a sip 
from the cup. 
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A book of remembrance is located by 
the church door. You are welcome to 

inscribe the names of the sick, the 
dead, and your special intentions.  

These are remembered in prayer and 
carried to the altar with the offerings 

on Sunday.
