| have finally figured out why | relate to the Catholic Church so well. Last week, when
the term*“ do church” was spoken of in our session, it bothered me and | didn’t know why.
So | thought on it, and last night’ s quotation —*“ Insights are a dime a dozen—
Commitment changes the world!” - made a bulb light up for me.

| see . Benedict’sasa ship. Let me clarify:

When you are a Naval Officer, you are an officer 24/7. You may work with sailors, drink
and play with sailors, share similar life experiences, but when you go home, you bring
that Naval Officer to the civilian community where you live. It’'s not something you “ do”,
it swhoyou “ are”. Strangers on the street will recognize it, even without the haircut.
I’ve heard it called “ military bearing” and it's not something you can change onceit is
ingrained within you. | see now, or at least | believe, that’s what Father Paul istrying to
teach us about Christians. You don't “ do” church - you ARE Church.

And the ship? A sacred termto squidsis“ shipmate”. You take care of your own. |'ve
pitched money into hats to bail men out of jail whom | didn’t even know, all because they
were a shipmate of mine. |’ve celebrated births and marriages, went to visit in hospitals
and jail cells, even mourned at funerals with shipmates | hardly knew. | have a bond with
those | served with that goes beyond my ability to expressin words. And it wasn't always
fun and it was often inconvenient. But they were shipmates and | had a responsibility
towards them; as | knew they would have for me when the tide turned. A good exampleis
the American Legion Honor Guard at my father’s funeral - a 21 gun salute on a rainy day
for a man they didn’t even know, all because he was a “ shipmate” , one of their own.

And the Captain? Asan officer, if he did something stupid, it was my responsibility to
respectfully point out the error, and it was expected of me to offer an alternative action.
But if the Captain didn’t take my input - | carried out his order, regardiess of my
thoughts, asif it was the best idea ever thought! | see Father Paul as the Captain, S.
Benedict’ s as my ship, and the Bishop is the Commodor e of the squadron called Diocese
of Charleston! With that mentality, | see the men in my parish not just as people who sit
next to me on a bench, but as brothers-in-arms.

All thisisimportant to me because - as Mother Elizabeth Ann Seton saw and . Francis
said - you preach the gospel by actions, use words only when required. And that’swhy |
get perplexed, even dumbfounded, when things like the recent “ wake” happen or any holy
day of obligation, and the whole parish doesn’t show up. It isnot an option for me - itis
aresponsibility or duty to my “ shipmates”. It is how one shows love and respect.

Of coursein practice, I’ ve also been on ships that weren't “ family” and were miserable
placesto be. What | amtalking about is a cultural change, engineered by only a few
good men with good leadership skills. Once the spark catches, it is self-sustaining, pro-
vided the leadership staysin place. You have to tend a fire, you know, to keep it going!
All men need to be reminded of their duty sometimes.

Why was | drawn to the Catholic Church? Shipmates for sure, but after the Navy, it was
the commitment | saw in the Hispanics that worked for me. Annually, we nearly shutdown
on Good Friday because our Hispanic crew refused to work. They would take the hit
financially and in disciplinary action - but they would not work on Good Friday. And
when we had a co-worker killed on the job - the second shift went to the wake during
their lunch break - filthy uniforms and all - to pay their respectsto a lady they didn’t
know. THAT Swhen | began to think maybe thisis the place for me. What | saw held
way more for me than what | heard.

I hope no one gets offended at the “ new guy” opening his mouth, or discountsit asinitial
fire in the belly from a rookie, who has just emerged from RCIA!

Far from it, | say. Thank you, thank you! Thisis atrue piece of witness— good for us to
hear! 1t begs the question: What does my commitment really mean to me? And how do |
expressit? If weall had thisman’sfirein our bellies, what would our parish look like
then!?
