Thusisthis day held in honor in different cultures, in different countries all over the
world. Today, our risen and ascended L ord pours out upon his Church the gifts of the
Holy Spirit. And the greatest of theseis Love!

Thereisno such thing as“love at first sight”. There can be attraction at first sight.
And desire at first sight — but not love.

Y ou can only love what you know. And to know isajourney. It takestime. There
are no short cuts to really knowing and loving another person.

It is exactly the same with holiness. Thereis no such thing as instant holiness. Holi-
nessis always ajourney, a process, agrowth. It takestime.

Thereis no charismatic short cut to alife of holiness. Thereis no specific St. Bene-
dict’ s Parish short cut to holiness. Thereis not a Jesuit or Carmelite or Franciscan or
Benedictine short cut. In fact there is no short cut at all.

Unfortunately, there are some Catholics who are only interested in the instant, the
miraculous, the supernatural, the extraordinary. Such people can very easily lose all
interest in real spiritual growth and maturity. They do not grow in true holiness or
genuine love.

Thejourney to maturity and holiness is nearly always protracted and often painful. It
involves following in the footsteps of Christ through his passion and death — desth to
our selves and our own illusions of “sanctity” and what we think it should look and
fedl like. It involves self-emptying of our own strength and importance. It involves
being vulnerable, really in touch with our own neediness, as was Christ in his agony
in the Garden. Only when we are empty of self can we be filled with his Spirit, the
Spirit that enabled Jesus to walk through his neediness to the glory beyond. In that
glory we are united by our loving Father with his Son in his Spirit. That iswhat it is
to betruly holy. There are no short cuts, bypassing death and dying, to arrive at
genuine holiness.

The springtime of Pentecost isatime of true growth in the Holy Spirit, in holiness of
life, both for the Church and for us its members individually.

The presence of the Holy Spirit in our lives can produce very rich fruits, but these
fruits, most especially love, do not appear instantly.

There are stages of growth. “FIRST THE BLADE, THEN THE EAR, THEN THE
FULL GRAIN IN THE EAR” Y ou cannot make the grain grow by pulling at its ears.
Thefruit ripens dowly, not overnight. And this growth is always preceded by a
death of one sort or other.

It iswatered by patient prayer. It is nurtured by the Word of God in Sacred Scrip-
ture; itisfed by the liturgy. It takestime. But it istruly wonderful when we arrive at
our destination in the arms of God. There we will find our lasting peace!
