A Message from Father Paul
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This Parish Bulletin is something that appears week by week without fail. It isamajor win-
dow into what is actually going on in the parish on aweekly basis. Becausethe Bulletinis
also posted on our Web site, it reaches far and wide. All manner of people whom we do not
necessarily know have accessto it and can get a first impression of who we are and what we
are about in our community fromit. We only get one chance at making afirst impression!
And it is good to see that, increasingly, more people are attracted to membership of our Parish
by what they see and read on our Web page.

The Parish Bulletin is therefore amajor piece in our strategy for outreach and evangelization.

Yet | suspect that many of ustake it entirely for granted, and only realize its value when we
have lost it, and we need a specific piece of information listed there.

It isactually important that all parishioners take time to study the weekly bulletin to find out
what an awful lot is going on in the parish and in our ministries.

The Parish Bulletin also provides us with the information about the readings at the following
Sunday’ s liturgy so as to enable us to read and prepare ourselves for the Word of God pro-
claimed for usin the Liturgy of the Word. Thistime of previous preparation is assumed by
those who have compiled the cycle of readings from the Old and New Testamentsin our Lec-
tionary.

When the Lector proclaims the reading, “proclaiming” is actually what heis doing. Heis not
reading for our entertainment or to impart new information. Heis charged to proclaim God's
Word yet again. It will often be in the form of stories with which we are aready well ac-
quainted, primarily so that we may celebrate God actually speaking to us: possibly also, that
we might find new insights from the process under the guidance of the Spirit, insights that did
not surface during our time of preparation, insights that may however be touched onin the
homily that follows the proclamation.

For this process to bear fruit, and for the Liturgy of the Word to mean anything to us - for us
to be able to take afull part in the weekly proclamation of the Word — a willingness to hear
and celebrate that Word by the hearersis vital — not an optional extrafor the ultra pious— and
that iswhy it is so important to give adequate attention in the Bulletin of the readings we need
to prepare.

Thisisonly one aspect of the detail that goes into the preparation of the Bulletin. The rosters
of the various liturgical ministries for the coming Sunday are also found posted init. The
task of pulling all the information together for thisis very detailed work, made much easier
recently by our acquisition of new computer software that enables usto do our scheduling
three or four months ahead of time and also to combine the various rosters to ensure that there
are no conflicts of duties by the various ministers on a given Sunday. Thiswork of coordi-
nated scheduling has been spearheaded and is currently maintained for the parish by Trent
Bolling, a member of the Stewardship committee. This has been a huge boon for us al, espe-
cialy the ministry leaders.

Clearly the editorial work that goes into putting the bulletin together is mgjor. It involves
attention to detail and a huge amount of patience, quite apart from the computer skills that are
involved in putting our ideas and plans on paper in a user-friendly and also timely manner so
asto ensure that we never miss the printing deadline.

The oversight and editorial work of the weekly production has been quietly undertaken by
Dori Bolling for over three years now. She has not only seen to the nuts and bolts of the pro-
duction, she has also managed to develop the bulletin from a single fact sheet to the format
we now have, are proud of, and take largely for granted.

St Benedict’ s pioneered the current format of parish bulletin that was initially looked at with
skepticism by all the other parishesin the neighborhood, but has since been adopted and
adapted by nearly all of them. Dori must take the credit for much of that. We have a great
deal to be thankful for in Dori’ s willing sharing of her many gifts and talentsin this ministry.

All good things have an end, and the end has come for Dori. It istime for her to move on to
other ministries in the parish where she feels called, and at which she will no doubt give as
much of herself as she has done in the bulletin production.

Aswe move forward, | am hopeful that there is someone out there, with computer skills for
whom this would be an ideal ministry to be done in the home. | ask you to consider it and
come to talk with me or with Drew about it, so that you can be fully in the picture, and we can
see that you would be adequately supported, were you to take on the job. Y ou will not be left
to sink or swim alone! Please pray about it, and let me know.
