 A Message from Father  Paul 

 
The Holidays are upon us again. This coming Thursday we will launch the season with 
our annual celebration of Thanksgiving, and we’ ll be off on another great round of holi-
day celebration. 
 
The Church is very good at it. We are nothing if not a “celebratory Church” .   But we 
start, in line with the tradition of our Fathers, both in the Church, and especially the tradi-
tion of the founding fathers of our Country, by giving thanks. 
 
Yes, we have so much for which to give thanks. We have our life, our livelihood, our 
health, our faith, our families, our education, our homes, food and drink, and all the many 
gifts with which the Lord has endowed us, each in our own way. 
 
Yes, we have gifts in superabundance; gifts not just for ourselves to use as it pleases us, 
but gifts that we are invited to share, so that by their means, we can work together to 
build up and sustain the beautiful world that God created it to be, and us in it also.  We 
give thanks that we have been entrusted with the responsibility of this great role as co-
creators with him! 
 
Thanksgiving is not just for the latter half of November each year. Nor is “Thanksgiving”  
all about food, food, and more food - and fellowship! Thanksgiving needs to be a way of 
life for us, and an integral part of our daily prayer throughout the year. 
 
Without God there would be nothing!  Without God we would be nothing! Let us give 
thanks for his great ever-present goodness. 
 
Thanksgiving is also a wonderful time for us to ponder what we are doing with his great 
gifts.  Am I using them for the purpose for which they are given?  Am I playing my part 
in the   creation of God’s Kingdom as God has designed it, or am I abusing God’s gifts in 
self-centeredness? 
 
If I use God’s gifts for the benefit of others, in a spirit of thanksgiving, I will reap the 
reward of a great joy and peace in my giving. Try it: you will not be disappointed! 
 
As a parish we have so much for which to give thanks.  The Lord has enabled us to grow 
into a vibrant community that looks upwards and outwards – not just to buildings - as we 
develop into a spiritual family, able to share not only the joys of life but also the sorrows, 
and uncertainties that form part of each member’s existence.  We are gradually learning 
how to shoulder each others burdens with joy and in peace.  What a gift that is.  I have 
come to rely on it in you, and it will be one of the significant aspects of life I shall sorely 
miss as, by God’s grace, I transition into new ways. 
 
One of the very significant aspects of our parish life, that has been growing slowly but 
very happily, is our ecumenical awareness and outreach, especially towards the All 
Saints Lutheran Church community.  We have experienced a great generosity of spirit as 
that community has opened up its arms and its resources to share with us. All Saints a 
shining example of what it means to share everything in humility and love.  We have a 
great deal to share too, and much to learn from each other as we move forward together 
in faith.  What a privilege it is for us all to see the face of Christ as we see it in that com-
munity and its wonderfully outgoing and sensitive Pastor Moye. 
 
In particular, I am grateful for the tradition of our annual joint Thanksgiving Service at 
All Saints Church on the eve of Thanksgiving Day that is now firmly established in our 
Holiday calendar.  For me it is a beautiful way to start the season of celebrations.  This 
year the service will take place as usual at All Saints at 7:00 p.m.  We will hear the Word 
of God proclaimed from the Holy Bible that we treasure in common. Our choirs will 
combine to lead us all in singing the praises of God, and Pastor Moye and I will be draw-
ing us together in our prayers of thanksgiving to the glory of God. 
 
May I recommend that you place 7:00 p.m. this Wednesday firmly on your calendar.  I 
look forward to seeing you there as we join our generous hosts in thanksgiving, worship 
and praise. And then, on the morning of Thanksgiving Day itself, there will be our usual 
Thanksgiving Eucharistic Celebration at the Franke Home Chapel at 9:30 a.m. – before 
you get down to the business of dealing with the Turkey in your ovens.

Communion Procedure   
The principles guiding the distribution 
of Communion in the Catholic Church 
are clearly outlined on the front inside 
cover of the Parish Hymn book. Jesus 
invites all people of faith and good will 
to accept him into their hearts.  If age or 
circumstance prevents you from receiv-
ing sacramental Communion, you are 
still invited to approach the altar for a 
blessing.  Please indicate this to the 
Eucharistic Minister by placing your 
arms across your chest.  The Eucharist 
is offered under both species.  After 
bowing reverently and receiving the 
sacred host, you are invited to take a sip 
from the cup. 
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A book of remembrance is located by 
the church door. You are welcome to 

inscribe the names of the sick, the 
dead, and your special intentions.  

These are remembered in prayer and 
carried to the altar with the offerings 

on Sunday.
