A Message from Father Paul
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Today we celebrate our patron saint, St Benedict. We pull out all the stops because we have
so very much to celebrate and be thankful for.

Why do we have a patron saint at all? And why St Benedict? He can hardly be considered as
being of particular local interest!

Down the centuries, the Church has built up awhole body of faithful souls whom we recog-
nize as being filled with the fruits of the Holy Spirit — charity, joy, peace, patience, kindness,
goodness, perseverance, mildness, faith, modesty, temperance and chastity. They were people
who really sparkled in the Spirit’s light, and they still do for all to see.

In the early days they were canonized “Saints’ by public acclaim. They were seen to be
models of what it isto walk the journey of faith al the way into the arms of God. For some —
for most in the very early days - this journey included dying for their belief in Jesus Christ
and his Church, his community of disciples on earth. Nowadays, saints till are canonized.
The processisjust agood deal more complicated.

Some were and are so famous, so popular in the public estimation, that they have become
known throughout the world and universally venerated. Blessed Mother Teresa of Calcutta
and Blessed Pope John X X111, both on the way to canonization, spring to mind as universally
acclaimed “Saints’ even if the official Church takes alittle longer to get there. Their lives are
aforce for degpening the faith, hope, and charity of the people of God throughout the world.

St Benedict is another such as these! Born in the late fifth century, when the fabric of society
in the Roman Empire was crumbling to the point of extinction, much asit would appear to
be today, St Benedict came on to the world stage, with his model of community lifein his
monasteries at Subiaco and Monte Casino and his Rule for Monks. He brought light to the
surrounding darkness, giving the world avery different vision.

He espoused values radically opposed to those of the society of the time. Based on the inspi-
ration of Sacred Scripture and the Tradition of the early Desert Fathers, these values were to
rescue western civilization from utter chaos and destruction, and give it new life. HisRule
was foundational to our “Common Law”. The Church’s age old work of outreach to the poor
and marginalized, and the caring institutions it has established, owe much to hisinspiration
and the principles he enshrined in his monastic way of life. And the great work of Catholic
education, that is still so vibrant in the Church today, was brought to life largely in the cradle
of Benedict’s communities of monks.

Benedict is the champion of moderation in all things— even in spiritual asceticism! - the bal-
anced life of prayer, work, recreation and sleep. He saw them all as vital. He provided for
each equally in the daily routine for his brethren.

Benedict is the champion of those who want to be saints but aren't spiritual high flyers. Yes, |
want to be asaint, but | have to admit that | am not a high flyer! 1 suspect that | amin good
company in this parish. St Benedict — filled with the gifts of the Holy Spirit - provides areal
boost, and is therefore a wonderful patron — areal sign of hope for us all.

St Benedict, his Rule of life, and the Benedictine spirit speak to the needs of today’s world as
much as ever. They also speak to our needs in this parish at thistime. We find “ goodness’
there that we admire and want to take into our homes to make our own.

We have Benedict to thank for our emphasis on open hospitality to al comers. He points out
in hisrule that “ Guests are never lacking” in hiscommunities. That is certainly the casein
our community of St. Benedict. We welcome them warmly, and like St. Benedict, seein
them the face of Christ. We sing and pray with them and invite them to join in; and, like him,
if they keep coming, we gently encourage them to register in the parish and thus take owner-
ship and responsibility with us for our growth and development in his spirit. Benedict isalso
the inspiration behind our striving to be a community of service, of life-giving stewardship,
peaceful involvement and quiet prayerfulness. Such traits strike those who visit us as we
share our faith with each other in the spirit of mutual acceptance.

It is a Benedictine characteristic that the monastic communities as a whole become the bea-
cons of light on a hill of which Christ speaks. The great monasteries of the world, also herein
America, have been hugely inspirational and a mighty formative influence in our civilization.
Yet all of them comprised millions of unknown monks and nuns down the ages, each quietly
living the balanced life of prayer, work, recreation and sleep, together being that light. As we
live out the same Benedictine ideals of our own parish mission statement, it is our privilege to
be that light also here in South Carolina.
