 A Message from David Hunton 

 

There are many aspects of our community life at St. Benedict that are unique 
and special - FIRE groups, our ecumenical partnership with All Saint’s Lu-
theran church, and the Gospel reflection before weekly meetings are just a 
few.  Another distinctive way we try to be Christ for each other is in our com-
mitment to stewardship. 

What is stewardship?  It is a way of life acknowledging God as Creator and 
Owner of all and that our responsibility is to be grateful caretakers or stew-
ards of all God’s gifts to us.  We do this by generously sharing a portion of 
our allotted time, talent and treasure.  Stewardship is living out a commitment 
to be Christ-centered rather than self-centered.  It is not a program but a life 
long process requiring faith and trust in God’s plan for our lives.  It certainly is 
not easy and requires sacrifice.  The fruit of this prayerful devotion is an en-
hanced relationship with God and one another. 

The most important outcome of our stewardship model is the sense of com-
munity that is fostered here in St. Benedict church.  We have a strong sense 
of hospitality and mutual respect because we understand that those who 
walk through our doors are indeed gifts to us and we are their stewards just 
as they are ours.  That stewardship can have such a broad impact is what 
makes it so appealing to us and to many others.  

What are the practical applications of stewardship at St. Benedict?  The ex-
pectation is for all parishioners to prayerfully discern their talents and partici-
pate in a ministry.   In October, we had our annual Time and Talent commit-
ment and now have more than 500 ministers working in and around our faith 
community.  On a continuous basis, the Stewardship Committee is working to 
better align the needs of our more than 40 ministries with new ministers.  If 
you are a ministry leader and need help or are interested in learning about 
other ways to share your time and talent, please contact me. 

Regarding the stewardship of treasure, the expectation is that each family 
gives prayerful thought to what they can give.  When you are completely hon-
est with God and yourself, then your gift is the proper size.  Some can follow 
the tithing model of the Old Testament and give 10% of their gross income.  
Others are unable to contribute at this level to the parish community, but 
strive to progressively increase their contributions as they are able to do so. 

On average, we give three times more than families of churches not practic-
ing stewardship.  We don’t have a capital campaign, yet still hope to erect our 
first church building without a loan.  We, in turn, tithe 10% of our collections 
to various charities.  One result is the recently announced donation of 
$50,000 to fund a home for Habitat for Humanity.  We certainly have much of 
which to be proud. 

However, we still have a large block of parishioners who don’t contribute to 
the parish financially.  When we ultimately break ground, our expenses will 
grow exponentially and it will become even more important that we all share 
in the cost burden.  On the weekend of February 2/3, we will offer up our 
pledge of financial support to St. Benedict for this year.  Please prayerfully 
reflect now on how you will respond to God’s blessings in your life and your 
commitment to the St. Benedict community.

For a 
planned operation, please request the 
Sacrament of the Sick prior to entering 
the hospital. 

Communion Procedure   

The principles guiding the distribution 
of Communion in the Catholic Church 
are clearly outlined on the front inside 
cover of the Parish Hymn book. Jesus 
invites all people of faith and good will 
to accept him into their hearts.  If age 
or circumstance prevents you from 
receiving sacramental Communion, 
you are still invited to approach the 
altar for a blessing.  Please indicate 
this to the Eucharistic Minister by plac-
ing your arms across your chest.  The 
Eucharist is offered under both spe-
cies.  After bowing reverently and re-
ceiving the sacred host, you are in-
vited to take a sip from the cup. 
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A book of remembrance is located by 
the church door. You are welcome to 

inscribe the names of the sick, the 
dead, and your special intentions.  

These are remembered in prayer and 
carried to the altar with the offerings 

on Sunday.
