 A Message from Mark Dickson 

 

From its very beginning, St. Benedict Church has held Ecumenism as a foun-
dational pillar of the parish and a key aspect of its identity. The work of Chris-
tian unity and relations with other churches and faiths is essential in a plural-
istic society and is also vitally important because of Jesus’ plea and prayer 
that “all may be one…that the world may believe.” (John 17:21) The current 
sponsorship and building of a Habitat for Humanity home in our area is an-
other tremendous example of how many of our ministries are naturally and 
essentially ecumenical. The ongoing, fruitful relationship with All Saints Lu-
theran Church is an evolving model of Christian unity that also involves 
joined scripture study, Vacation Bible School, worship services throughout 
the year, and much more.  
 
We are especially blessed to have Fr. Chet as our new pastor for many rea-
sons and in this context of ecumenism, he is also vibrantly gifted and experi-
enced. His work throughout the diocese over the years, from Taylors to 
Charleston to Myrtle Beach, has exemplified the spirit of ecumenism as it is 
meant to be. He leads with the joyful combination of being a strong, devout 
Catholic authority, while also being able to engage and work with people of 
all faiths for the greater good of the community. We never “water down” or 
compromise our Catholic faith, but rather grow stronger and more authentic 
in the process. Fr. Chet has this skill that he will share and empower us with.  
 
The observance of the Week of Prayer for Christian Unity this year is a spe-
cial one as it marks the 100th anniversary of the inception of a prayer octave 
(eight days), for the unity of Christians. Fr. Paul Wattson, co-founder of the 
Society of the Atonement at Graymoor in Garrison, New York, initially intro-
duced the Church Unity Octave during January 18-25, 1908. Since that time, 
the cooperation between Anglican, Orthodox, Catholic and Protestant 
churches in celebrating the Week of Prayer for Christian Unity has become a 
familiar practice.  
 
Here in South Carolina, the collaborative process called “LARCUM” stands 
for “Lutheran, Anglican, Roman Catholic, United Methodist” and has been 
embraced and promoted by all Bishops and pastoral leaders. Today, Sunday, 
January 27th at 4 p.m. there will be the annual Prayer Service for Christian 
Unity to be held in downtown Charleston at the Episcopal Church of the Holy 
Communion located at 218 Ashley Ave. and everyone is cordially invited! 
Rev. Virginia  Ann Taylor, Bishop of the United Methodist Conference in 
South Carolina will be the homilist and there will be a reception after this 
beautiful and prayerful service. 
 
So let us continue to pray, “O God, source of perfect unity, pour out your 
grace upon your Church at prayer. Heal the divisions and mistrust past years 
have wrought among your children. We pray without ceasing for conversion 
of heart and a deeper faithfulness to the Gospel. We pray for a closer rela-
tionship with Christ Jesus who prayed that all may be one. Fill us with a de-
sire to unite ourselves to his prayer of unity. May we live as one, as you are 
one, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, now and forever. Amen!”

If age 
or circumstance prevents you from 
receiving sacramental Communion, 
you are still invited to approach the 
altar for a blessing.  Please indicate 
this to the Eucharistic Minister by plac-
ing your arms across your chest.  The 
Eucharist is offered under both spe-
cies.  After bowing reverently and re-
ceiving the sacred host, you are in-
vited to take a sip from the cup.
